Economic Stimulus Package

Staff has learned the Bush Administration has indicated it will not support the inclusion of a transportation infrastructure or transit security element to any proposed stimulus package.  Many groups support including an infrastructure component in the package.  Some of these groups are the U.S. Chamber of Commerce who has joined forces with the Laborers International Union and the International Union of Operating Engineers.  There are hopes that transit security funding could be amended into this year’s Department of Defense Appropriations bill.
