Tomorrow, June 25, 1999, the Los Angeles City Council is scheduled to consider a motion by Council Members Mike Hernandez and Richard Alatore relative to establishing the "LA-Pasadena Blue Line Project Review Team". 

Recommendations for Council action:

1. DIRECT the City Controller to establish the "LA-Pasadena Blue Line Project Review Team" to address the concerns of the City during the development and negotiation of the Master Cooperative Agreement for the LA-Pasadena Blue Line Project.

2. DIRECT the following city departments, agencies, and bureaus, and REQUEST the following private entities, to provide representation for the "LA-Pasadena Blue Line Project Review Team": 

Chief Legislative Analyst (CLA), Department of Transportation (DOT), Planning Department, Building and Safety Department, Bureau of Street Maintenance, Bureau of Street Services, Bureau of Engineering, Community Development Department, Community Redevelopment Agency, City Administrative Officer, Department of Water and Power, Pacific Bell, Southern California Gas Company, and any other agencies deemed appropriate by the CLA and the DOT to participate in this process.

DIRECT the CLA, with the assistance of the DOT, in alternating roles, to facilitate all technical meetings, and evaluate and negotiate the terms and conditions of the Master Cooperative Agreement for the LA-Pasadena Blue Line Project, and report, within 30 days, on the status of their efforts.
