Yesterday, the Legislative Analyst’s Office (LAO) published a report titled “Addressing the State’s Fiscal Problem.”  In this report, the LAO makes a number of recommendations to address the state’s deficit.  Two of the recommendations would transfer the interest from certain transportation accounts and the income from Caltrans property rentals to the General Fund.  These are the only recommendations impacting transportation and the impacts appear to be minimal.  Staff is continuing to evaluate all proposals related to the State’s budget deficit.
