Federal

Government Relations Staff have been informed that the United States Senate passed H.R. 2299 by a voice vote, the FY 2002 Transportation Appropriations bill.  The numbers remain the same as previously reported:

$9.2 million for the North Hollywood subway extension;

$10 million for Eastside light rail project

$5 million for buses

$2 million for Job Access/Reverse Commute

It is staff's understanding that Conference Committee is expected to begin its work in September. 

Local

On Tuesday, July 31, 2001, the Los Angeles City Council unanimously approved a resolution sponsored by Council President Alex Padilla, relative to the re-organization of the City Council's standing committees and committee structure.  The new City Council committee structure includes the creation of the Education & Neighborhoods committee.  Other significant changes include the consolidation of the Rules & Elections and Intergovernmental Relations Committee.

 

Council President Padilla named Councilmembers Hal Bernson (Chair), Ed Reyes (Vice-Chair) and Dennis Zine to serve on the Transportation Committee.
