On Tuesday, September 26, the Los Angeles City Council approved by a 9-3 vote a resolution urging Governor Gray Davis to sign SB 1101 (Murray) which clarifies and preserves the collective bargaining rights of Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) employees who become employees of a transportation zone established by the MTA [voting yes: Feuer, Holden, Hernandez, Miscikowski, Pacheco, Padilla, Galanter, Ridley-Thomas, Walters; voting no: Bernson, Svorinich, Wachs; absent: Chick, Goldberg, Ferraro]. 

Council Member Hal Bernson offered two substitute motions, the first recommending that the Council to refer the resolution to the City Transportation Committee for further review, and the second requesting the Governor to veto SB 1101.  Both substitute motions were defeated 7-5 and 9-3 respectively.
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
