AB 2737 (Dutra) – AB 2737 failed passage in the Assembly Judiciary Committee this afternoon.  The bill faced significant opposition from trial lawyers.  This bill would provide that a public entity or a public employee is not liable for an injury caused by the condition of, existing upon, or that occurs on a street, highway, road, sidewalk, or other access to or from the public property unless the public entity owns or controls the street, highway, road or sidewalk.  The MTA Board adopted a support position.

SR 33 (Murray) – SR 33 passed in the Senate Transportation Committee this afternoon.  SR 33 encourages the MTA to abandon its effort to appeal the Consent Decree or the findings and orders of the special master.  Senator Murray indicated that he purposely did not seek a bill to force MTA to discontinue appealing the Consent Decree.  The MTA Board adopted an oppose position.
