The 
" Giant" machines will cut the layers of 
baled hay, as they come from th e bale, 
saving the labor of shaking out, which is a 
large i tem. The main claims of the manu­
facturers for the machines are capacity, 
weight, strength, ease of running, and su­
periority of construction. The machines 
are built to stand crowding, without r isk~ of 
breakage, all p ower machines having safety 
fly-wheels which can be adjusted so as to 
prevent breakage.

One of the p eculiar features of the grip 
which seems to be entirely novel is that it 
transmits the power imparted by the mov­
ing cable direct to the axle of the car, r oll­
ing the axle, and not attempting to move 
the loacl by a direct pull. "This is done 
by two clutches keyed upon the axle of the 
car , b et ween which is a gear with a long 
hub p rojecting out on each side ; upon this 
hub are two correspoudiug clutch es so a t­
t ached to the gear that they r evolve with it, 
but are free to move eudwise in either di­
rection, so as to eugage with the fixed 
clu tches upon the axle-one pair of clut ch es 
driving in one direction, and the other in 
an opposite direction ; when the clutches 
are central the axle is free to revolve in 
either direction , and the gear remains at 
rest. 

"These clutches are operated from the 
platforms of the cars by small treadles, 
placed one upou each platform. Pressure 
upon either treaclle locks the clutch in such 
way as to cause the ear when attached to 
the cable to move in the direction of the 

friction plates pressing upon the · sides of 
the piuion cause it ·to revolve, at first 
slowly. As the car attains momentum the 
slip between the friction plates and the 
pinion grows less, and soon they are revolv­
ing together; this, h owever, but for one 
instant, for when the pinion is revolving 
with the shaft and friction plates, the car 
has r eached the speed of the eable, the 
clutch is then automatically thrown out, 
aud the gear ceases to act. 

" The difference between the speed of the 
cable and the speed of the car, until the 
car has attained the speed of the cable, is 
taken up by the fric tion plates. The throw­
ing out of the clutch is signaled to the 
brakeman upon the platform of the car by 
the striking of a small gong b ell, and by the 
rising at his fee t of the small treaclle with 
which he locked the clutch. H e then gives 
a sligh t t urn to his b rakestaff, locking the 
cable in the solid dies.

A New Cable (,rip. 

" re receutly examined at the works of 
W. H . H. Sisum, Brooklyn, ~- Y., a work­
ing model of a uew cable grip for which 
letters patent were granted in February 
last. This grip has been thoroughly exam­
ined by some prominent engineers who 
speak favorably of it, and as it is likely to 
be adopted by some cable roads, we deem 
it of sufficient merit and importance for a 
description in our columns. In doing this 
we quote statements and explanations as 
made verbally to us by the inventor in per­
sona. 

The accompanying cuts will serve to eluc­
idate the verbal descriptiou. 

Fig. 1 is a longitllllinal sectiou of n por­
tion of the car-truck, showing a tiicle view 
of the mechanism of the grip. 

Fig. 2 is a transverse partial section of 
the truck, showing the relative position of 
the grip meehanism with the wheels and 
axle. 

Fig. 3 is a sectional view of a portion of 
the meclmnism.

.A lateral pressure upon the disc hrings a 
friction upon the sides of the pinion, caus­
ing it to revolve. Upon the shaft is keyed 
a sheave wheel twice the diameter of the 
pinion. The revolution of this sheave wheel 
causes the shaft to rernlve. This sheave 
wheel is driven by the cable, the cable is 
made to press npon this wheel by two roll­
ers set in a frame which may be r.iised or 
lowered by means of a lever; this lever is 
operated from the platform of the car. 
"-7hen this lever is released the frame car­
rying the two rollers is drawn down by the 
weight of the cable, which then ruus upou 
these rollers as u1Jou idlers. 

"On each side of the periphery of these 
rollers and upon each side of the periphery 
of the sheave wheel aud attached to the 
frame which canies these icllers are solid 
steel dies with which to grasp the cable 
after the car has attained the speed of the 
cable. 

"To et:lrt a car equipped with this grip, 
the brakeman presses his foot npon a small 
treadle upon the platform of the car. This 
locks the clutch, the lever actuating the 
frame carrying the iJlers is lifted, bringing 
the cable in eontact with the sheave wheel, 
the periphery of the sheave wheel immedi­
ately revolves at the speed of the cable; the

-t equired to move any given load, by the 
use of my grip but one-fourth of the t rae­
tive force is required to be taken from the 
cable, thus prolonging the life of both cable 
and grip and saving largely in fuel. 

"With this grip the cable can be takeu 
at either end of the Bridge, no matter how 
great the speell of the cable or of the car 
when it runs on the cable; the car can be 
stopped at any poiut on the Bridge, no 
matter how heavy the grade, and start and 
go on again without injury to either the 
grip or the cable. 

"Having taken the cable with the grip , 
if the car is stopped the cable continues to 
be carried upon the rollers or idlers of the 
grip, and a turn of the brake staff lifts the 
eable into contact with the sheave wheel 
and starts the car. Should it ever become 
necessary to stop the car suddenly it may be 
done by throwing iu the reverse clutch, 
when all the power derived from the moving 
cable will be applied to stop the car, stop­
ping it in less than fifty feet."

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..1. Horse-Shoe With Movable Calks, 

This invention* has had a thorough trial 
on several of the Philadelphm street rail­
way lines, where it is said to have given 
,ery satisfactory results, one pair of shoes 
having traveled on a horse's fore-feet over 
1,100 miles, outwearing fom· pairs of the 
company's r egular shoes with which the 
hind-feet of the horse were shod; and the 
same shoes, with fresh calks, are still per­
fectly serviceable. 

The bar portion of the shoe is forged in­
dependent of the calks, with mortises or 
slots to admit the tenon or shank of the 
calk. The projecting shanks of the latter 
are provided with h oles running transverse-
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then turned down against them, preventing 
the pins from coming out and holding the 
parts securely togeth er. To remove the 
calks when worn out, the spring-tongues 
are thrown back and the pins withdrawn. 
The calks m ay then be pulled out of the 
openings in the shoe. 

The principal advantages claimed by the 
inventor for his device are, first, the ease 
and quickness with which the calks on a 
horse's foot may be changed from smooth 
to "sharp " in ::ases of sudden cold 
"snaps." Second, the possibility of changing 
calks, or renewing them when worn down, 
without disturbing the shoe on the horse's 
foot ; there is no doubt that the frequent 
nailing and drawing of nails, and the p aring

ly through them, and when placed in posi­
tion these holes correspond with similar 
holes in the sides of the mortise in the shoe. 
Through the entire shoe and calk a pin is 
passed, and this is in tum secured by a 
pivoted tongue, held open or closed by a 
spring at its back. 

To insert the calks, their shanks are first 
passed into the mortise-openings in the 
shoe, and the pins inserted through the 
openingd therein. The spring-tongues are

Lenis' Rernrsible Harne. 

The advantage of reversible hames o,er 
the ordinary right and left hame, all other 
points being equal, is obvions. One-half of 
the hames in use break, when they do 
break, on either the 1ight or left hand 
hame, and usu ally it is the left hand one. 
We venture the assertion that in almost any 
street railway stable where a hundred horses 
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are used, from ten to thirty pair are dis­
abled in one or the other hame. They are 
entirely useless, unless the broken hame is I 
replaeed by a new one, costing more than 
half the original price of the pair. The I 
chances are that the new hame will outwear 
its old mate, n ecessitating the same expen­
sive repair again. All this is needless were 
hames made, as they ought to b e made, re­
versible. The two whole hames of two 
broken pairs would then make a pair, and 
the cost of the two single right or left hand 
hames would more than pny for the new 
pair. The cut herewith illustrates a r ever­
sible hame* which is claimed to effect an 
economy of fifty per eent. in the large 
stables using many horses. At a proper 
distance from the ends of the hames is a 
swivel trace or tug at tachment, wh ich eon­
sists of a s taple provided with a swivel plate 
attached to a bolt and held thereon so as 
to turn freely. The ou ter edge of the hame 
is provided with a metallic band. It will 
be seen from the construction of t he hames 
as shown that they may be int erch angeably 
used upon either the r ight or left sides of 
the coll_ar, and by means of the swivel trace 
or tug attachment the trace will always be

Both ties and stringers are so notched or 
fitted as to enable a strong joint to be made 
without the necessity for bolts. The chairs 
are preferably shaped in such a way that 
they lock upon the ties without the use of 
bolts. The track b ecomes practically con­
tinuous by this me thod of constrnction. 

As shown in the cut the resistance in 
sp reading is very great, the ties coming up 
almost to a line with the under side of the 
rails. While particulars are not at band in 
regard to the cost per mile, it would seem 
that the cost cannot be excessive. The in­
creased durability is considered, it is claim­
ed, will overbalance any increase of 
expense.

Xcw Form of Street Railway Track . .

These posts 
have a broad base, narrow top and are so 
webbed and flauged as to present great 
reshting power.

bon on a spool, the whole operation being 
done at a welding heat and with great velo­
city, insuring a continuous weld through­
out the coil. It is then dropped off, and 
shaped to the link form, the outer surfa()e 
being rounded aml the inner remaining flat 
ail shown in the accompanying cu•.

By the contiu­
nous welding all part.s have equal strength 
and the chances for flaws and ~crystalliza­
tion are reduced to a minimum. The 
fl1t inside surface gives increased life to 
both the link and the pin.

Wooden Street Pavements. 

According to a paper read before the 
Engineers' Club of St. Louis by Messril. T. 
J. Caldwall and T. D. l\Iiller, the qualities 
of a perfect street pavement are about as 
follows: 1, cheapness of first cost; 2, dnr­
abity; 3, firmness of foot-hold to horses; 4, 
smoothness; 5, noiselessness; 6, dasticity; 
7, cleanliness; 8, imperviousness to water; 
9, agreeableness of color. 

We do not think cheapness by any means 
the first item in point of importance nor 
that the last named need have much practi­
cal influence, in choosing among a number 
of kinds of pavements. The authors of this 
paper say that a pavement of wooden blocks 
possesses every quality of the perfect pave­
ment, with two exceptions. It absorbs 
moisture to a considerable degree, and 
after a few years deteriorates very rapidly 
from decay. During this process of decay 
it offers less and less resistance to the wear 
of traffic, and finally reaches a condition in 
which it is unfit for travel, and dangerous 
to the public health. 

Messrs. Caldwall and Miller think that if 
this decay could be prevented the objec­
tion from moisture would not be serious 
and the wooden pavement would he prefer­
able to almost any other pavement and for 
almost every kind of traffic. 

There have been used for wood preserv­
ing, among other substances, compounds of 
zinc, lead, copper, iron, arsenic, lime and 
creosote oil. 

"The action of the aqueous solution of 
the metal salts is to coagulate the albumen 
of the sap, besides its action as an antisep­
tic. The action of creosote oil is the same, 
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while it fills the pores of the wood with 
a bituminous asphaltic substance which 
gives a water proof coating to the fiber, 
preveu ting the absorption of moisture." 

The paper details recent experiments on 
a practic,tl scale in this line, and may be 
found in the Journal of the En9inee1·­
in9 SoC'ietv. 

The Ilessbrook Electrical Tramway. 

The Bessbrook and Newry electrical tram­
way has been constructed to form a link 
between the mills and granite quarries of 
the Bessbrook Spinning Company aucl the 
railway at Newry, the distance between the 
two places being three miles, ancl the an­
nual traffic, which has hitherto been carried 
in carts, being about 28,000 tons. The 
tramway differs from others in that the 
vehicles are equally well adaptetl to run on 
the rails and the orclinary roads, this facility 
being required by the difficulty which was 
found in c,mnecting the line to the railway 
at one encl, aucl to every department of the 
works at the other. They are carried on 
four wheels 2½' ' wide and without flanges; 
the first pair are on a bogie which can be 
fixed to form a rigid wheel base, or have 
shafts fitted to it, and allowed to swivel 
after the manner of the leading axle of a 
coach. These wagons carry two tons each, 
ancl can be drawn by a horse up moderate 
bills. On the outside of the ordinary 
tramway rail, second rails have been laicl, 
to which the orilinnry rails act as gnarcls. 
The flangeless wheels run upon these out­
side rails. The maximum gross loacl of a 
train is twenty-six tons, consisting of six 
wagons which carry about two tons each, 
and the electrical locomotive weighing eight 
tous, which also forms the passenger car­
riage and is capable of accommodatiugthirty­
four passengers. This loacl can be drawn 
up inclines averaging one in eighty-fl ve at a 
speed of seven miles an hour, and up the 
stiffest incline of one in fifty at a speed of 
six miles an hour. The train can be started 
at any point of tho line without difficulty. 
The motive power is electricity fnrnishecl 
by dynamos situated about two miles from 
Newry, at l\Iillvale, and driven by a turbine 
constructed by Messrs. MacAclam Brothers, 
of Belfast, capable of developing sixty­
five horse power. The conductor consists 
of an inverted steel channel carried on in­
sulators ancl fixed midway between the 
ordinary rails. Both the generators and 
motors ill'e of the Edison-Hopkinson ty1)e, 
constructed by Messrs. ]lather ancl Platt, 
of Salford, ancl are capable of developing 
twenty-five H. P. The engine is geared to 
111n at a maximum speed of fifteen miles 
per hour, and this s1)eed is easily attained 
when there are no trucks attached. The 
cars are 35' long over all, and are carried on 
bogies at each encl, so that they pass readily 
round curves of 55' radius. At l\Iillvale 
there is a country road, which the tramway 
crosses at au angle, making a level crossing 
of over fifty yards in length. The conduc­
tor could not here be laid between the mils, 
and is supported overhead, It consists of 
two copper wires carried at a height of 15', 
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and so situated that a collector on tbe top of 
the car runs under and in contact with the 
wire at the crossing. The wires hang quite 
freely and only rest on the collecting bar 
clnring its passage b eneath them. The 
electrical work was carried out by Dr. Ed­
ward Hopkinson, of l\Ianchester, ancl the 
permanent way by Ur. ,J, L. D. Meares, of 
Newry.-Engineer. 

Corrugated Nails. 

A patent has been issued to J. C. Kearns 
of l\laitlancl, Pennsylvania, for an improve­
ment in nails, applicable alike to cut and 
horse nails, and for which very considerable 
advantages are claimed. The chief of these 
are a saving in metal without diminution of 
strength, ancl largely increased holding 
surface. The improvement consists in 
forming the nail with longitudinal grooves. 
The number of these grooves may be made 
to vary, aml they may extend partiall.v from 
the heacl to the point at the will of the 
maker, each groove of course increasing 
the holding surface. The claim for increa­
sed strength in proportion to weight is 
based upon the asserted principle that a 
hollow piece of iron is stronger than the 
same amount of iron in a solid bar of the 
same length. The principal strain in horse­
nails in the hoof is backward and forward. 
The hoof closes tightly into the corruga­
tions, thus making the nail less liable to 
split the hoof, as well as increasing the 
holding ~nrfaces as stated. The grooves in 
the head will, it is claimed, cause it to ad­
just readily with equal bearing on all parts 
of the nail-hole in the shoe. 

lUaster Car Painters' .Association in To­
ronto. 

Mr. Charles E. Copp, Master Painter of 
the Boston & Maine R. R., recently read a 
paper before this association on the follow­
ing question:-''ls a car body color com­
posed of one durable pigment more durable 
than a color composed of two or more pig• 
men ts?"

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An Ingenious DeYice. 

A new cash-box for street railways, the 
invention, we believe, of a German, is 
thus described. It Etrikes u s it does too 
much: "The b ox generally resembles in ex­
ternal appearance an ordinary railway fare­
box, but differs from it materially iu its 
workings. It not only serves as a deposi­
tory for farns paid, but also makes change. 
There are two openings in the top-oue for 
the fares aucl the other for making change. 
This money-changing app:u-atns is an in­
teresting novelty. For inst ance, if the pas­
senger should offer a silver dollar to be 
changed be would chop it into the box 
through an opening marked 'change.' The 
dollar would go into some inner recess, 
but, at the same moment , the exact change 
would appear in a sm 1ll basin in reach of 
the p assenger. If a quarter of a doll ,r 
were offer ed the change would come out in 
the form of two dimes and a nickel. A clime 
put in for chango would hring fo rth two 
nickels. If, by mistake, a nickel should be 
dropped into t he chl1nge-bopper it would 
not disturb the interior arrangements, but 
would p ass through into the basin and be 
returned t o the passenger. 

"Of course, this au tomatic mechanism 
would not give change for bank notes, as 
the principles of its operations depend on 
the weight ancl sizes of the coins which, on 
ontering the b ox, pass through holes pro­
portioned to their respective sizes, anLl 
then press upon levers which open other 
orifices ancl set free the other coins which 
aro to come out in change. 

''There are also on the side of the box, 
unc1 er glass, four dial plates fitted with 
bands or illllices, which mark the amounts 
of money in the change department. One 
dial-plate shows the number of half-dollar 
pieces, another gives the 11uarters, a thinl 
shows the climes, and a fourth the nickels. 
When a car starts out the change-box must 
be furnished with a proportion of coins of 
the denominations mentioned, and as 
cbango is mrule, and us these are success­
ively dropped out, others must be put in 
their places. These di.ti-plates show what 
is on hand, and ob1·iate the necessity of ex­
amining the interior of tho mechanism. 

"l'he apparatus is exceedingly ingenious, 
aml appears to operate with entire accuracy 
and satisfactory readiness." 

Electric Engine for 'l'ram Cars. 

A new electric tram engine was shewn 
Dec. 1± at the statio_n of the North Metro­
politan Tramway Company, Stratford, Eng. 
This is a center at which fair trials have 
always been readily accorded to any new 
motor, and it is understood that in the 
eveut of the new inventor and the tramway 
company agreeing upon terms a practical 
experiment of no small importance will be 
made in electric tramway working upon 
the new line to Ilford. The electrical en­
gineers in this case are the Electric Locomo­
tivo anLl Power Company (Limited), who 
claim to have solved the problem of eco­
nomic:il working by combining the electri­
cal power with the mechanical aid of the 
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lever principle. The electro-motor is con­
nected by pinions horizontally with a large 
stationary rack and vertically with the 
wheels. When the electrical engine is 
started the pinion of the horizo11tal arma­
ture gears into the s tationary rack, and so 
causes the motor itself to revolve. The 
motor then becomes, by the action of its 
fixed vertical shaft, the driving axle and 
communicates its motion to the wheels of 
the car. By meaus of clatcbes a backward 
or forward motion can be sec ured without 
reversing the direction in which the electro­
motor is revolving. The electricity is sup­
plied by fifty cells of, say, a total of 280 am­
peres. It is claimed that the average dis­
charge is from 40 to 45 amperes per hour, 
ancl that an engine consuming only two 
tons of coal per week will charge batteries 
sufficient to do the wurk of four cars r e-
quiring at present 44 horses p er week. 
'lhe engine appears to be coutrolleLl with 
perfect ease, and though at present it is 
fitted up separately from the car itself so as 
to take the place of h orses and utilize ex­
isting cars, the company claim that it can 
in future easily be constructed as a part of 
the passenger car.

Technicnl Training. 

Prof. R. H. Thurston recently deliver ed 
a thoughtful lecture on the above subject 
before the Board of Trade of Scranton, P a., 
from which we make the following extracts : 

It is intelligence,not brute force, that gov­
erns the universe and conquers fate. It is the 
humming spindles, the puffing eng ines, the 
rumbling iron-devouring mills, each direct­
ed by active brains, and guided by a few 
skillful hands, that do the work of the 
world; animal p ower , whether human or 
b ru te, accomplishes but a veryinsigni.ficaut 
part of the work of this busy world of ours. 
'r he 3,000,000,000 b1rnhelsof grain, annually 
grown in this country, is t ransported to the 
millions fed by it, over our 125,000 miles of 
railway, and over the 3,000 miles of ocean, 
not by man, but by the inanim at e forces 
commanded by his intelligence; not by 
human, or even by brute muscle, but by 
Nature's power, directed by the mind of in­
significant man, defying :Nature's wildest 
nntrainccl forces. 

H e thus summarizes th e requirements in 
this direction:-

(1). A common school system of general 
eclncation, which shall give all young 
children tuition iu the three stnllies which 
are the founclation of all educntion, and 
which shall be administered under compul­
sory law, as now generally adopted by the 
best educatecl nations ancl States on both 
sides the Atlantic. 

(2). A system of special adaptation of this 
primary instruction to the needs of children 
who are to become skilled artisans, or who 
are to become unskilled laborers, in depart­
ments which offer 01)portunities for their 
advancement, wh en their intelligence and 
skill prove their fitness for such promotion, 
to the position of skill ed artis:ins. Such a 
system would lead to the acloptiou of r ead­
ing, writing and spelling books, in which 
the terms peculiar to the trades, the methods 
of operation ancl the t echnics of the indus­
trial arts should b e given prominence, to 
the exclusion, if necessary, of words, 
phrases and r eading matter of less essential 
importance to them. 

(3). A system of trade schools, in which 
general and special instruction should be 
gi.veu to pupils preparing to enter the 
several leucling industries, aucl iu which the 
principles underlying each industry, as well 
ns the actual nncl essential manipulations, 
should be illustrated and tnught hy practi­
cal exercises until the pupil is given a goo,1 
knowledge of them ancl more skill in con­
clucting them. This series shoulcl include 
schools of carpentry, stone-cutting, black­
smithing, etc., e tc., wenving schools, 
schools of bleaching and dyeiug, schools of 
agriculture, etc., et c. 

(4). At le,ist one polytechnic school, in 
which the sciences should be taught and 
their applications in the arts indicated and 
illustrated by laboratory work. In this 
school, the aim should be to give a certain 
number of students a thoroughly scientific 
education and trainir g, preparing them to 
make use of all new discoveries and inven­
tions iu science and art, and thus to keep 
themselves in the front rank. 

(5). A system of uircct encour,igement of 
existin g .es tablisheu industries by every 
legal and prop er means, as by the eucour­
agemeut of improvement in our system of 
transportation, the relief of import ant un­
developed industries from State anJ muni­
cipal taxes, and even, in exceptional cases, 
by subsidy. It is evident that such methods 
of encouragement must be nclopted very 
circumspectly and with exceedingly great 
cnution, lest serious abuses arise. 

Such a complete scheme has, ns yet , 
never beeu fully carried out; and yet it is 
easy to see thnt we nre gradunlly working 
out itselements, here and there, piccemenl, 
ancl that the future, the near future, we 
may hope, will certainly see the whole sys­
tem in full. 

Men are now placed nt each anchornge 
of the bridge, nnd have the entire truss 
within their view, and are enabled to com­
municnte by signals to t rain dispatchers 
when any train stops beyond the clispat ch­
er's line of vision .

The new cable road running to t he 
asylum possesses some new and interesting 
features, as it is a radical departure from 
the ordinary cable road. 

The new features of the system are that 
it dispenses with" grips" nltogether. Two 
cables are used, one d1iven in the ordinary 
manner by a st ationary engine. The other 
a small cable resting upon the first and 
travelling with it over the same pulleys is 
made to complete its endless circuit fre e 
from connection with the prime motor or 
engine. It is, h owever, made to move in 
unison with the main cable and t o receive 
a p ositive motion therefrom by passing 
around the same horizontal pulleys at the 
end of the road, and also by being led at , 
suitable intervals between the sides of 
vertical conical rollers arranged in p airs. 
This secondary cable is led continuously 
over n loose drum or pulley fixed under 
the car. Wheu this dram on the car is left 
free to rutate the cable will run freely o"l""er 
it and the car will remain sta tionary. 

If, however, the pulley or drum be re­
tarded in its r evolution by a brake so that 
it may no longer turn , the car will be 
carried forward with the cable. To stop 
the cnr the brake is lifted. There is no jar 
or unpleasant motion iu starting or stopping 
the car, aud nny number of cars can b e run 
on the snme line wholly indf>pendent of 
each other. 

There is no switching nt the ends of the 
road, as the tmck is lnitl in a circle and the 
cars cau mnke the curve and continue on 
the retmu trip without stopping. 

The slnck of the secondary cable is tnken 
up and i ts tension ndjusted by means of 
tension rollers under the car. 'rhis system 
will require only a shallow snb-wny below 
the surface of the track as the secondary 
cable-the small one that imparts the mo­
tion to th e car-comes up through the slot 
as the car p asses and drops bnck below the 
surface. With this system the cars can be 
1uu ou single or double track nnd can make 
the cnnes and swi tch es as readily ns a 
h orse cnr.

Deaeon William Richardson, as President 
of the Atlantic Avenue Railroad Company, 
has leased the Vanderbilt avenue horse car 
line, which extends from the station of the 
Prospect P ark & Coney Island Railroad to · 
the Fulton Ferry, Brooklyn. The rental is 
$21,000 a year, with the privilege of taking 
absolute p ossession on Jan. 1, 1895, on pay­
ment of $420,000 cash. Dec. 21 the Com­
mon Council granted this road permission 
t o extend its tracks from Broadway and 
Park avenue through L ocust, Beaver aml 
Belvidere streets, Bushwick avenue, J effer­
son street a:.ul Central avenue to the city 
line. 

Work h 1s commenced upon the Kings 
County E levated Rtilroacl, ancl will be vig­
orously push ed for early completion. The 
fare on all the Brooklyn elevated railroads 
within the city limits will be five cents at 
all hours. The Broadway extension gives 
an elevated road to the whole of that thor­
oughfare between East New York and the 
river. 

The gross camings of the Atlantic Av­
enue Company were $4!8,681.50; net earn­
ings, $70,053.60; gross income, $120,909.10; 
net income, $62,329.84. 'rhese figures are 
for the year encling Sept. 30, 1885.

The Prospect Park & Coney Island Rail­
road Co. havo heen grauted permission 
to exteud their horse car tracks from Park 
avenue and Broadway to Central avenue, 
autl along Central avenue to the city line. 

Every clay it is made manifest how mneh 
Brooklyn ancl its suburbs need rapid transit. 
The sooner the elevated railroacls are built, 
the better for tile vast throng of business 
men in both :New York and Brooklyu. But 
it is remarkable with what obstiuaey some 
parties oppose rapid transit schemes. Mr. 
M. H. Hagerty, one of the Rapid Transit 
Commissioners appointod to lay out a trunk 
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line between the City Hall and the Bridge 
and Fulton Ferry, h as been one of the 
most strenuous opponents of the occupation 
of lower Fulton Street by a trnnk line. 

The City Railroad will place open cars on 
its Flushing avenue line the coming season. 
No open cars have ever b een run over this 
li ue, b ecause the old depot lacked room 
for their storage in the Winter eeason, and 
its eondition during the rainy period did 
not wanant any increased expenditure for 
improvements. Now that the shed has been 
drained and raised and a new depot begun, 
with ample accommodations for rollings tock 
the cars have been ordered, ten to be built 
by the J ohu Stephenson Company of this 
city and t en by J. l\I. Jones' Sons of West 
Troy, N. Y. 

Brooklyn Britlge Railroa,1. 

There are now several models of cable 
grips at the superintendeut's ancl engineer's 
offices. These are to receive a thorough 
examination by two experienced engineers, 
who are said to be experts in matters of this 
kind. If any eontrivanee presented seems 
worthy of trial, no objections will be raised 
to such trial. On the eontrary, every facil­
ity will be afforded for a thorougli test. 

The Brooklyn Bridge Company have or­
deretl six cars for the bridge railroad. They 
will have the Eames vacuum brake and the 
usnal equipment of bridge cars. These 
will have two side doors in addition to the 
encl ones. The object is to afford better 
facilities for enteriug ond leaviug the cars. 

The bridge receipts for the week ending 
D ec. 19 were the largest in the history of 
the structlll'e, being an average of $2,057 
per clay.

An exchange says, that Dec. 20, Tom 
L. J ohnson was lying at the point of death 
in L ouisville. He went hunting on Lake 
Washington, l\Iississippi, ancl was accicleut­
ally shot in the left hand by the prematlll'e 
discharge of a gun in the hands of his 
niece, who was huuting with him. l\Ir. 
Johnson is a millionaire ancl owes his 
wealth to his fighting qualities. Cleveland 
owes its present excellent street railway 
system to him. 

About fi.e years ago Cleveland had the 
poorest street railways in America. lli. 
Johnson, who is a son-in-law of ex-Gov. 
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English of Indiana, came to Cleveland and 
purchased a wretched line known as the 
Brooklyn road, nmning to a suburb of 
Cleveland. H e applied to the city for the 
right t o run his ears intc, the h eart of the 
city over the rich but poorly managed 
West Side Street Railway. A bitter fight, 
often resulting in personal encounters, re­
sulted in a victory for Johnson. Then the 
West Side road, spurred on by opposition, 
put on splendid cars and run them fast 
enough to compete with Johnson. He 
paved whole streets iu order to get the 
right to extend his line, and built it from 
the easterly limits of the city t o Brooklyn. 
He carried passengers ten miles for one 
fare, and the Woodland Avenue and West 
Side railways were forced to consolidate to 
meet his opposition. 

In the fierce rivalry that ensued Johnson 
resorted to many means to build up bus­
iness. He constructed a mammoth snow 
plough and drew it over his lines with ten 
spans of prancing white steeds whenever 
snow obstructed the road. The public fell 
ic love with him, and his cars were crowd­
ed. He purehased a base ball park on his 
line and had elubs play there to make 
street car travel. Snlliv!ln, the prize fight­
er, was hired to pitch one game in John­
son's park. He bas acquired two street 
railways in ClevelauJ, ancl is about to pur­
chese another. He also owus a line in 
Indianapolis. He is only 35 years of age. 
We trust that the serious aspect of his 
case has changed since the 20th, but have 
seen no advices since. l\Ir. J ohnson is a 
man the street railway 'interests can ill 
afford to lose.

The first successful attempt at trial trips 
of the new cable car was made Dec. 19th, 
over a portion of the tr.1ck of the Denver 
Electric ancl Cable Railroad Company on 
Fifteenth street. The car ran a consid­
erable distance, and at the satisfactory rate 
of eight miles an hour. A dynamo of 
twenty horse power furnishes the motive 
power for the c,u·. Quite a large number 
of prominent citizens took rides on the car. 
P1·of. S. H. Short, of the Denver University , 
has worked V!Jl'Y hard to make his inven­
tion a success, and his efforts seem to be al­
ready reaping their rewarcl. 1 The com­
pany have hoped to get their cars running 
in six weeks or a month. The car which is 
now being used in making trial trips, is 
shaped and fitted np very much like an or­
dinary street car, and is fully as handsome 
in its style and appointments as any street 
car iu Denver. It was made by Woeber 
Brothers, of West Denver. The dynamo 
and other maehinery, which is located in a 
building near the corner of Fifteenth and 
Tremont streets, and which is used to pro­
pel the car, was made by F. l\I. Davie, of 
Denver, and all the plant ancl material 
used by the eompany will be of Denver 
manufacttll'e. Ex-Governor John Evans, 
W. N. Byers, Rodney Clll'tis and other well 
known Denver gentlemen are among the 
the offieers ancl directors of the new com­
pauy. 
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Elgin,111. 

A company has been formed for the pur­
pose of constructing a series of street rail­
ways in the city, to b e operated by 
electricity. T~e r ep ort has been made 
that the road can be built and equipped 
for $5,000 per mile. The length of track 
projected is five miles. No estimate is 
given of what the cost of operating by 
electricity will be. 

GeneTn, N. Y. 

The petition of one Sweet, representing 
New York parties who ask for the right to 
construct a street railroad here, was con­
sidered by the Board of Trustees, Decem­
ber 1, and the desired permission was re­
fused. Trustees Willard, Moore and Pres­
ident Chase voted against it, Webster for 
it, and Nicholas, Alcock ancl Nester were 
absent. It is understood that more thau 
two-thirds of the property-owners along 
the proposed route were in favor of the 
project.

The Cable Railway are having twelve 
grip cars built by the Brownell & Wight 
Company, of St. Louis, Mo., so constructed 
that the grip is not raised or lowered with 
the varying loacl ou the car. The grip gear 
has no springs under it but supports the 
springs on which the body of the car rests. 
This also obviates the swaying of the car 
from side to side, and renders the bocly 
easily removable in case either it or the 
grip portion gets ont of repair, it only 
being necessary to remove half a clozen 
nnts from the bolts passing through the 
springs.

The Tenth A venue Cable Raih·oad has re­
modeled its grip cars, making the grip 
independent of the bocly of the car, so as to 
be unaffected by the load. 

The injunction which the Cable Railway 
Company secured recently, restraining the 
Chambers Street and Grand Street Ferry 
Hailroacl Company from constructing its 
railroad in Chambers and other streets, was 
dissolved Dec.17, Ly Judge Donohue, who 
gave an opinion that the motion to continue 
the injunction should be denied. 

In a suit against the Belt line for $5,000 
damages, the accident being the cleath of a 
boy, run over in September, the jury brought 
in a verdict for $1,200 for the boy's father. 
The boy was stealing a ricle on a truck ancl 
was jolted off under the car. 

The Railroad Committee of the Boarcl of 
Aldermen presentecl reports Dec. 2 in favor 
of granting franchises t o the following 
street railroad companies:-St. Nicholas 
Avenue and Cros3town Hail way Company; 
Houston, West Street and Pavonia Ferry 
Railway Company; l\Iadison Avenue and 
Eighty-sixth Street Railroad Company. 
Th.. franchises were granted. 

The Board of Aldermen are talking of 
obliging car drivers to obtain licenses; fee 
$1.00. 

Work ou the cross-town road of the 
Chambers and Gmncl Street Ferry Railroad 
Company has been rapidly pushed since 
the injunction obtained by the New York 
Cable Roacl restraining the company from 
laying its tracks was dissolved by Judge 
Donohue last Thursday. The tracks are 
now laid in Chambers street, James slip, 
ancl West street, with the exceptions of the 
crossings;aud Dec. 21 a large force of work­
men was engaged iu completing the work 
in Duane street. 

The Aldermen's Committee on Railroads 
listened to arguments for and against the 
granting of a franchise to the People's Sur­
face Railroad to run through South, Cliff, 
Cherry, Madison aucl other streets. ·w. A. 
Fowler spoke for the comp:rny. A. B. Mil­
ler, representing proper;y in Pearl street, 
opposed building the road. William E_. 
Dodge objected to carrying the route 
through Cliff street, on the ground that the 
street was too narrow and it would inter­
fere materially with business, as well as de­
preciate greatly the value of property. 

The Railroad Committee of the Boarcl of 
Aldermen report adversely on the Fifth 
aveune scheme. 

Fifty cars are now being run by thc, 
Broadway and Seventh Avenue Railroad 
over the olcl University place route be­
tween 7 A. ru:. and 7 P. M. 'rhe secretary of 
the company saicl yesterday : "It was al­
ways our intention to continue this route, 
but np till uow we have hacl neither enough 
cars nor sufficient stabling accommodations. 
The heavy traffic and over crowdir g on the 
Broadway cars will now be greatly relievE cl, 
as men having business clown town west of 
Broadway will find the University place 
cars more convenient. ,ve should run 
these cars during longer hours, but the 
traffic does not yet warrant it." 

Work was begun Dec. 8 in James slip ou 
the Chambers Street and Grauel Street 
Cross-Town Roacl, which is to run through 
Chambers, Duane, ancl New Chambers 
streets, with branches through Madison, 
Grand, Jackson, and Cherry streets. The 
men are employed by Contractor Wlrnr­
ton, of Philadelphia, under whose super­
vision the Broadway Railroad was con­
structed. The franchise for this road was 
granted on Dec. 30 of last year, the resolu­
tions being passed over the Mayor's veto 
by the same vote by which the grant was 
made to the Broadway Railway Company. 

Articles of incorporation were filecl Dec. 
2 at Albany by the Liberty Street and Wall 
Street Ferry Railroad Company, which is 
to build from the junction of Liberty ancl 
West streets in New York, through Liberty 
to Washino-ton street to Rector to Broad­
way, acros~ Broadway to the Wall Street 
Ferry. The c ipital of the company is 
$500,000, aud the directors namecl are 
Thomas Rigney, William D. Ratch, James 
A. Ostmm and E. D. Murphy, Jr., of New 
York, and William B. Kenclall, of New 

Rochelle, and L. C. ?.Iightman, of Brook­
lyn. 

The Aldermen, December 22, refused to 
pass over the Mayor's veto the resolutions 
granting a franchise to the Houston, ·west 
street ancl Pavonia Ferry Railroad Com­
pany. Similar action was taken regarding 
the franchises askecl for by the ~Iadison 
avenue and Eighty-sixth street Railroad 
Company ancl the St. Nicholas avenue 
Cross-town Railroad Company. 

The Ayres Patent Switch, four of which 
are in use on the Fourth Avenue Street 
Railway in front of the Grauel Central R.R. 
depot, are highly spoken of, ancl deservedly 
so, being very strong, durable ancl easily 
operated.

E.W. Ross & Co., Springfield, Ohio, have 
recently sold one of their large feed-cutting 
machines to J. H. Hall, president of the 
Fort Clark Street Railroad Line, Peoria, 
Ill. ; also one of the large 26 A cutters to 
the Cass Avenue Line, St. Louis. These 
machines seem to be giving excellent satis­
faction in street railway barns. President

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Cable Grips. 

The recent accident to the cars upou the 
cable road of the New York and Brooklyn 
Bridge has incited a great many iuventors 
t o ask for an examination of their devices 
fo r cable grips. The business office of the 
Brooklyn Bridge now contains numerous 
models for which much is claimed by their 
respective inventors. The question is con­
stantly put whether among the numerous 
patented grips there is not one which could 
he positive in ac tion, economical in dura­
bility and wear , aud perfectly safo and re­
liable iu operation ? 

At first sight, it would appear uot a very 
difficult matter for engineers to devise a 
contrivance to fully answer the pm1>ose. 
But what are the circumstances aud diffi­
culties to ho met in the case of the Bridge 
eahle road? T llere the cable travels at the 
rate of ten miles per hour ; there is a grade 
at one encl of176 feet to the mile; to meet t-he 
requirement s of travel, the cars have to be 
clispatchHl at shor t intervals ; the cars 
arrive every minute and a half at either 
encl when travel is greatest, aud have to be 
switched by locomotives from oue tmck to 
the other; a delay of even three or four 
minutes will cause a crowd of husiness men, 
for the most part, always in a hurry to get 
to and return from their husiuess ; the de­
mand for accommodation is urgent aucl at 
cer tain hours of the clay, incessant. l\Iocler­
ate • speed, reliability, punctuality and 
safety have to he provided for. 

The mechanical contrivance for moving 
the cars must he, therefore, one which can 
tako the cable at either end of the Bridge 
automatically, at any speed, pick it up any­
where upon the hriclge, or that having ouce 
taken the cable, cau disengage it at auy 
part of the bridge, and re-eugage it hy a 
simple tnru of a hrake or movement of a 
lever on the car. If not disengaged at the 
encl of the rope it must be able to move past 
the pulleys and drop the rope without 
doing itself or the pulleys any injury. It 
must be able to start the car if stopped at 
any point ou tho bridge, there must he no 
running backward, aud nil this must he 
doue without iujury to either the cable or 
the grip. 

Again, it will not do to use a grip that I 
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will wear out a cahle so quickly as to re­
quire frequeut renewals. The cost of a uew 
cable for the bridge would he about $7,000, 
and the delay of travel while laying and 
splicing would be at least twenty-four 
hours, possibly, might he much more. The 
preseut cable is getting worn, and as wear 
increases the present arrangement hecomes 
less effective. Nei ther will a complicated 
grip answer- one with numerous levers, 
arms, pulleys, rods, etc., however ingen­
ious in arraugement ; for the reason that in 
every mechanical device, the more parts, 
the more liahility to hreakage, disarrange­
ment and friction. The coming grip mnst 
b e strong, simple, positive in action, easily 
op erated and durable. Wear will take place 
on the cable as it runs over the supporting 
pulleys, but that wear must be comp en­
S!lted by the mechanism of the g rip. 

Hight or L~ft Hand Tracks. 

It is a curious comment ary on the fact 
that Americans " keep to the r ight as th e 
law directs," to trace ou t h ow this national 
custom happened to differ so mdicruly from 
the English practice. In England, the r ule 
of the road is, keep to the left and turn out 
to the right when pa8sing in the same 
direction; in this country we keep to the 
right aud turn to the left, if we wish to pass 
in the same direction, and our railroad 
manager8, without looking iuto the why or 
the wherefore, have very generally adopted 
the plan of running on the right hand side, 
making the irou horse follow the national 
rule of the road. 

The practice of turning to the right is 
derived from old colonial times. The ox­
team was the ahnost universal vehicle, and 
the driver, of necessity, stood on the left­
hand side of his team, which he gnicled 
with a goad in th·e right hand. This 
method of driving gave rise to the expres­
sions, the ''near" and ''off" side of a team. 
Being on the left-hand side, it became 
necessary, in passing, for the drivers to he 
next each other, consequently the teams 
had to go to the right in order that they 
might see that the wagons cleared each 
other. In narrow roads this won1cl be im• 
possible with the drivers on the outside. 
The m1e of the roacl for the ox-team being 
of necessity a turn-out to the right, the 
general rule of the road followed this pre­
cedent. 

The English system of turning to the 
left iq logically derived from the fact that 
the driver must sit in such a position as to 
leave his whip hand free aud is, in conse­
quence, on the left hand side of his vehicle. 
Thus situated, he must tm-n out to the 
left in order to have a clear view of the 
wheels and teams as they pass. 
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A New De1iarture in Laying· of Tracks. 

A recent issue of a Bost on daily paper 
contained the following, r elative to Presi• 
dent Richards' new T rail, and the improve­
ments proposed by him iu street railway 
"permanent way:"-During the last teu or 
twelve years, the various street railway com· 
panies of this city have seemed to vie with 
each ot.her in providing comfortahle and 
elegant cars for th e use of their patrons, 
and to-day no city iu the country b egins to 
compare with Boston in the way of luxur­
ious street cars. But in another direction 
none of the street railways seem to have 
made any advance. The method of track 
construction remains as it was in the b egiu­
ning. If the various street railway officials 
were askecl what they regard as the most 
important p oint to be sought iR the con• 
structiou of their tracks, they would unhes­
itatingly declare "permanency." But the 
present manner of laying a street railway 
is fa r from meeting that requiremeut. The 
expense of k eeping the tracks in repair is 
something enormous, and this expense is 
fo rced upou the companies, not by wearing 
out of the rails, but by the rot ting of ·the 
stringers and other timber work which sup• 
ports the rail. As now used, the rail is a 
fla t one, wide, but of comparatively no 
depth, and the lack of ver tical stiffness and 
strength renders imperative the use of 
woodeu stringers upou which the rail is 
spiked. These woodeu stringers necessitate 
the use of crossties or sleepers under them 
at comparatively short intervals, and thus 
is huilt up a perishable superstmcture of 
wood where, of all places, p ermanency is 
most needed. As is well known, the first 
part of the road to give way is the st ringer. 
Placed as it is, exposed to a constant succes­
sion of wet and dry conditions, its life 
would of necessity be brief. But there are 
other influences at work to hasten its decay. 
The form of the rail itself t eucls to this re· 
sult. The weakest part of a rail is always 
at the ends, or where two rails meet and 
form a joint. At this point a fla t plate is 
laid under the joint; this decrease~, hut 
does not remove the evil. The small space 
between the ends of the rails, the spike 
holes, always close to the ends, an d the very 
presence of the joint plate let into the tim­
ber, all contribute to hold the moisture aud 
destroy the stringer, Th ere is always a 
tencleucy to more or less motion at the joints, 
and they quickly hecome loosened. The 
result is that the ends of every r ail are ex­
posed to heavy blows from the wheels of the 
passing cars. These blows react upon the 
joint plate, and the wearing away of both 
the stringer and the rail is inevitahle. As 
ahove indicated, the common form of rail 
necessitates the use of wooden stringers,

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ing it the use of wooden stringers has been 
continued, though they have been laid much 
deeper, the T form of the new rail necessi­
tating it. During his recent trip to the 
West to the St. Lonis Convention, Presi­
dent Richards was met by pm·ties interested 
in the Johnson Steel Rail Company, and 
the result was that he and his rail were ab­
sorbed by the company, and hereafter the 
"girder" style of laying rails will be 
adopted by the Metropolitan Company. 
Briefly stated, the "girder" system may ue 
described as an adaptation to street rail­
ways of the method ·of laying tracks on 
steam railroads. The stringers, upon which 
the rails are now laid, are entirely done 
away with, and the rails arn laid upon the 
ties. Of course, the ties are not placed 
upon the top of the ground as in a steam 
railroad, but are sunk beneath it until 
the top of the T rail is even with the 
street. 

Where the street is paved, it is necessary 
to secure still greater depth for the ties, 
and, in order to accomplish that object, 
chairs are used. Being spiked firmly to the 
ties, the rails rest upon them solidly, and, 
as the rails are fastened together with fish 
plates, a continuous track of the most per­
manent character is secured. The rails to 
be used on the Metrop,olitan tracks are those 
patented by President Richards, having a 
broad tread for the wheels and a narrow 
flange just wide enough to admit the flange 
of ·the car wheels, but too narrow for 
the wheeL<i of heavy wagons or even the 
light carriages to run in. Thus the danger 
of injury to common vehicles in turning 
out of the track is done away with en­
tirely. 

The ties are placed beneath the paving of 
the street, and hence are not snbject to that 
change of atmosphere which is so destrnc­
tive in stringers. The paving material is 
laid close to the _rail and the ballast or 
gravel is well tamped into the pockets of 
the rail, thus aiding to make the track solid 
and immovable. 

Although the "girder" system of track 
laying is new in this city, it is in use in 
nearly every city outside of New England 
where street cars are 1un, and President 
Richards declares that there will be no more 
laying of tracks on stringers. One would 
naturally think that the first cost of laying 
a track by the new system would be heavier 
than by the old, but the company controll­
ing the various patents is prepared to prove 
that it is much less, and that the tracks 
when laid will last five times as long. In 
the '.matter of repairing or relaying the 
tracks, there will also be a great saving, as 
there will be no necessity of tearing up the 
entire roadbed, as at present, but only the 
transverse portion over each tie, and of 
course, a large amount of time will be 
saved, and the traffic of the street will be 
much less interrupted. In the above des­
cription the use of wooden ties is contem­
plated, bnt experiments are making in the 
use of iron or steel ties, and many advan­
tages are claimed for them, not the least of 
which is dur.i.bility, though the fl.rat cost is 
greater than for wood. 
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Reckenzaun's Electric Tramcar. 

Mr. A. Reckenzaun, of No. 50, Queen 
Victoria street, London, has for a long timo 
been engaged in the application of electri­
city, derived from secondary batteries, to 
the propulsion of boats and carriages. The 
car is a double bogie, carried on four wheels 
at each end. Each wheel carriage is pro­
vided with an electric motor, which is geared 
to the axle by worm gearing, the worm and 
wheel being of very steep pitch in order 
that the armatnre may readily rotate when 
the car is moved by gravity or by some 
external force. The wheel runs in fiU oil 
bath, and thus perfect lubrication is se­
cured. 

Within the body of the car, and stowed 
under the seats, are sixty cells of the Elec­
tric Power Storage Company's accumula­
tors, weighing in all in the actual car, 2400 
lb. The conductors from the cells and from 
the dynamos fire led to a switch on the 
driver's platform, by which the two motors 
can be arranged parallel or in series. In 
the former case the resistance in the exter­
nal circuit is, for a given speed, only one 
quarter of what it is in the latter case, and 
consequently the belting gives off its power 
far more rapidly, the amount being 30 and 
100 amperes in the two cases respectively. 
At starting, the full power is developed, 
and also upon inclines, while during a 
steady run the motors are arranged in ser­
ies. The weight of the actual car and ma­
chinery is 4½ tons, made up as follows: Car, 
2½ tons; accumulators, 1¼ tons; motors and 
gear, ½ ton. The working expenses for 
traction, including interest and deprecia­
tion, are estimated at 3½d, per mile. Re­
versing is effected by the device of using 
two sets of brushes, pivotted in such a way 
that one set can be turned back, and the 
second set brought into contact with the 
armature simultaneously. 

The motor invented by Mr. Reckenzam1 
has for its special featmes lightness, and 
strength of the magnetic field. The arma­
ture is of the Gramme type, the coils being 
wound upon a core that is built up of links 
like a pitch chain. These links are held 
together by long pins, which pass through 
encl discs of non-magnetic material keyed 
on the central axis. Each set of links can 
have its bobbin wound separately, and can 
be removed without disturbing the rest of 
the armature. The principal novelty is 
in the use of an internal field magnet 
bung upon the central shaft, and kept from 
rotating by a heavy weight fit the lower 
side. This magnet consists of two 
end pieces, two cores, and pole-pieces. 
Its weight is carried on antifriction rollers. 
The current is led to the internal coils 
through bmshes and collector rings. 

These machines are very light for their 
power, and at the same time they are strong, 
durable, and efficient. A number of them 
of various sizes b;ve been working for a 
considerable time, it is claimed, without 
giving the least trouble, and whatever speed 
they run at, there is no appreciable spark­
ing, without adjusting the commutator 
brushes. Engineering. 
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The Brooklyn Bridge Jlanagement. 

One of the New York morning papersre­
cently statedratberempbatically, "that the 
present managemtnt of the Bridge (Brook­
lyn) are incapable of taking care of the struc­
ture, because they do not put side doors in 
the cars and adopt a new grip at once." 

Now be it known unto all, especially 
those who keep croaking about matters of 
which they have little information and 
knowledge, that the Bridge Trustees have 
ordered six new cars, with side as well as 
end doors. And further be it known, that 
two expert mechanical engineers are now 
giving their attention to grip matters, And 
if any grip is presented having all the re­
quirements for a reliable cable grip on the 
Bridge railroad, and possessing features 
superior to those in the Paine grip now in 
use, it will be thoroughly tested and if fully 
up to requirements will be aclopted. There 
is not a dollar in the Paine grip for any 
one connected with the Bridge. Public 
demands and pressure of travel will be met 
with the application of the best appliances 
and ample accommoclations as soon as pmc­
ticable. 

A RoPE RAILWAY IN AusT.RIA to connect 
the upper and lower parts of the town of 
Biella, Austria, has received the sanction of 
the Minister of Public Works. The line, 
which will consist of a double track, will be 
180 metres (590') in length, with a differ­
ence of level between the two extremes of 
60 metres (196' 8"), corresponding to a gra­
client of 1 in 33¼, The gauge proposed is 
one metre and the rails, which a1·e to be of 
steel and of the Vignoles pattern, will 
weigh 36 kilogrammes per metre (72 lb. pe1· 
yard); they will be fixed on strong oak 
longitudinal sleepers, connected at distan­
ces of four metres apart (13') by iron tie 
rods, and the whole permanent way will be 
supported by brick pillars. The carriages 
(one for each line) will be capable of hold­
ing twelve passengers, and will be attached 
to the ends of a wire rope, passing o"er a 
horizontal pulley at the top of the line, so 
that one car clescencls whilst the othe1· as­
cends. Below the floor of the caniage will 
be a tank, divided into three compartments, 
two of them being of the capacity of one 
cubic metre whilst the other will bold 1½ 
cubic metres of water, or in all 3} tons in 
weight. The tanks of the car being :filled 
with water at the top of the line it descends 
by gravity, hauling up the other, the tank 
of which is empty. The speed will be 
regulated by a friction brake connected 
with the horizontal pulley pitsses, but the 
caniages will filso be provided mth power­
ful brakes, sufficient to bring them to a 
standstill on the incline in Cfise the rope 
should break. The rope will be of steel, 
consisting of six strancls of eight "ll"ires 
each, its diameter twenty-three millimetres 
(½"). -Industrial World. 

This is the only pfiper in the country de­
voted entirely to the interests of street rail­
ways. Only $1.00 a year. 
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Cubie S11ace of Air in Stables, 

Autho1ities ou ventil ation observe that a 
man makes twenty inspirations of air every 
minute, each inspiration b eing of a volume 
equal to forty cubic inches, so that he r e­
quires 800 cubic inches per miuute of fresh 
air to supply him with the necessary h ealth­
giving p abulum for his lungs. ~E ach expir­
ation unfits for breathiug twice the bulk of 
fresh air, that is the 800 cubic inch es expir ­
ed p er minute contaminates 1,600 cubic 
inches of fresh air, or uearly a cubic foot. 
Hence, in r ouncl numbers, a m an r equires a 
cnbic fout of fresh air p er minute or sixty 
cubic feet p er hour. Thus, t o g ive this 
amount of air sp ace in au ap aTtment it r e­
quires a room of 600 cubic feet per incli­
vidual. 

A h orse or cow i s said t o h ave six t imes 
the breathing cap acity of a man, so that it 
will r equire 360 en b ic feet p er h our, or 
3,600 cubical feet of space. If every animal 
r equires 1,000 cubic feet per hour, it fol­
lows that the dimensions of a stable with 
stalls 6' 6" wide, 9' long, with a p assage b e­
hind of 6', aucl having a h eight:of 10', will 
afford this amount of space t o each horse. 

The mode of ventilating a stable has 
loug b een a vexed questiou, though there is 
a very simple means at the disposal of the 
builder. The open r oof is acknowledged 
ou all h ands as the most desirable ; it ad• 
mits of a ridge louvre or ventilator exteud­
ing tho whole length of r oof. The r idge 
veutilat or system was strougly r ecommeud­
ed by the Commissioners on barrack aucl 
hospital improvemen ts, who specially r e­
ported on cavalry s tables. 

They also r ecommewlecl air bricks, 9'' by 
91

', int roduced in the walls along the caves 
with their apertures arranged that the cnr­
r eut s of air will flow in the directiou of the 
r idge. A wiuclow to each stall on the swing 
p r inciple, and with a series of inlets be­
low, about 611 above the floor, one to each 
11tall, givo all that is r equired to produce a 
h ealthful stable.

They wear a neat uni­
form of blue flannel, with a jaunty Panama 
h at, and a mauy pocketed white pinafore 
reaching from the breast tu the aukles, and 
trimmed with dainty frills. In these pock­
ets they carry small change and tickets, I 

while h ang ing to a strap over 'their sh oul­
ders is a little p ortmanteau or shopping 
bag, in which is a lunch, a pocket h an clker­
chief and surplus money and ticket s. 

On p aying his fare each p assenger r e­
ceives a yellow paper ticket, number ed, 
which h e is expected t o destroy. The girls 
are charged with so many tickets, and wh en 
they return t o headquarter s are expected t o 
r eturn m on ey for all t hat are missiug, any 
deficit b ein g deducted from th eir wages, 
which ar e $25 a m onth. As an additional 
ch eck up on dishouesty, sp ott er s ar e sta­
t ion ed along th e line, wh o h op on the car 
as it passes, count the p as5engers, write the 
number clown in a memorandum book aucl 
jump off. A few blocks furth er ou auother 
sp ot t er repeats th e job, and th ese books are 
comp ared by the chief i nspector s to see that 
t he r etu rns of the conductress corr espond.
