The subject of our present sketch, Wil­
liam James Richardson, was born in the city 
of Albany, N.Y., October 
22, 1849, and is, therefore, 
in his thirty-eighth year. 
His early education was 
obtained in the experi­
mental department of the 
State Normal school, at 
Albany, passing from the 
lowest to the highest 
class in that department. 
Leaving this school, he 
attended the Albany 
branch of the Bryant & 
Stratton series of b usi­
nessschools, until, in con­
sequence of the election 
of his father, l\fr. William 
Ricbard:1011, to the presi­
dency of the Dry Dock, 
East Broadway and Bat­
tery Railroad Compm y, 
of New York, in the yt>ar 
186!, he r ,'moved (\\ ith 
his parents) to New York 
City. He finished his 
busine'lsschool educat iuu 
in the New York brnnch 
of Bryant and Stratt, n's , 
and entered the Euglisli 
importing har<lw a1 e l us­
iness when sixteell Jean; 
of age. 

For a year h e worked 
at ten dollars a uwntL, 
and at the end uf two 
years and a half was re­
ceiving twenty-five dol­
lars a month. Few there 
are, probably, wh o be- -
gin work in life receiving 
less compensation for an 
honest day's toil t!Jan lie 
did. 

Iu 1876, l\fr. Richard­
son left bis employers to 
assist bis father in tlie railroad busi­
ness in Brooklyn, l\fr. Richardson,

tunately, enabled to do so, l\fr. Richard­
son entered the collegiate department 
of the Brooklyn Polytechnic and 
Collegiate Institute, in which he re­
mained three years. Upon leaving 
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this institution, he became the superintend­
ent of the Brooklyn, Carnarsie & Rockaw:iy 
Beach Railroad and Steamboat Line, his 
father liaving become asr:;ociated with 

another gentleman in 
leasing it. This position 
he filled for one year, un­
til his father disposed of 
his interest rn that line, 
when the son left the 
road and assist".)d him in 
connection with the busi­
ness of running the lines 
of the Atlantic Avenue 
Railroad, then known as 
t.he Atlantic A venue,East 
New York & Greenwood 
Railroad. 

In l\fay, 1872, the At­
lantic A venue Railroad 
Company of Brooklyn 
was organized, and be­
came the successo1 of 
"William Richardson, les­
see, in the operation 0f 
the several street car 
lines under his control; 
and upon the organiza­
tion of the said company, 
the subject of our sketch 
was elected secretary, 
which position he has 
held continuously ever 
since. 

In 1873 he married 
l\Iary Carrington Ray­
mond, the second daugh­
ter of ,John H. Raymond, 
LL. D., president of Vas­
sar College, by whom 
he has become the happy 
father of six children, 
equally divided as to sex, 
all of whom are living 
but one. l\fr Richard­
son is a member of the 
Hanson Place Baptist 
Church,and is thoroughly 
active and prominent in 

connection with its progressive work, be­
iug at the present time president of the 
Young People's Association. 

Upon the organization of the American 
Street Railway Association, in 1882, he was 
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elected secretary and treasurer; and in the 
following year he wa,s elected to similar 
offices in the Street Railway Asrnciation of 
the State of New York. To both of these 
oflfoes i11 eachAswciationhe hassiuce been 
anunally re-electe,l. 

i\Ir. Richardson has crossed the Atlan tic 
Ocean three times, in 1870, 1883 and 1835; 
the tirst time traveling e:s:teusively on the 
European contineut, Hpecially intere,-ted in 
city pas,,enger trauspoJtation. Un his first 
visit to the laud of his forefathers, through 
the kinduess of i\Iy les Fenton, Esq., then 
general mauager of the l\'Ietropolit a1J Rail­
way, of London, he wa-, afforded special fa­
cilities for i11spectiug the uudergrouml sys­
tem of transit in that great city. 

J'lir. Richanl'lun 1i-:1•rihes his success in 
life to the care with which he attends to all 
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Th e T(•nth A l'enne Cable Buildings. 

We have already published several illus­
trations in regard to the mechanism which 
is used in operating the cars on the Teuth 
Avenue Cable Line of New York. Theil­
lustrations referred t o are those of the grip 
which was used. both origiually and in a 
modified form, the hauling machinery and 
also the cars themselves. "\Ve are now 
enabled to preseut a perspective view of 
the buik1ing looke,l at from the soutb.-west 
on the Teuth aveuue front, also a plan 
showing the general arrangeme ut of the 
nrnchiuery iu tLe basemeut, and also auother 
showing the tracks outside of the building, 
with the metliods of leading off the J.upl i­
cate l'al1leH, both for Tenth aveune and 
12:5th Htreet, It suoul u be reco llected, iu 
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tower over the central portion where the 
offices are located. 

Back of the office there is a small machine 
shop and carpenter shop where repairing of 
the road is done, and the space on either 
side shown in the arches is occupied for 
the storage of cars. 

The stabling of what horses are used in 
the establishment is provided for in the 
basement, and the side opposite to that 
which our plan shows, for the use of driv­
ing machine1y. These stables are fitted 
up with every a ppliance for the care of 
h orse!,, bnt of conrse they are a small por­
tion of the applirmces of the building, as 
the main interest ce11ters abont the driving 
machinery.

This 
includes such items as kuobs, escutcheons, 
butts, hinges, hi tches , etc. 

The front of the first story , except the 
fanligh ts, is glazed with the best quality of 
French plat e glas3, and the entrance doors, 
vestibule and rear doors have glass with 
embossed line borJerd. All the fanlights 
of the front of the office building, and all 
borders, are glazed with ornamental col ,.r­
ed cathedral glass. 

The wainscotting for all the rooms and 
halls and staircase is paneled and moulded 
with a paneled frieze made of stiles, and 
rails 1 1-4 in. thick, with m oulded caps and 
bases. The wainscotting in the second 
story rooms is 4 feet high. Picture moulds 
are placed in all the rooms. Screens . for 
conductors' and waiting rooms corres­
pond with the wainscotting, as also do the 
partitions on the second story. 

The plumbing for the whole es tablish­
ment is carried on in the most careful and 
workmanlike manner, and closest attention 
was paid to sanitary laws, as laid down by 

effect of thoroughly p rotecting them from 
the action of cold. 

There are three lead mains running into 
the building, and on each of these pipes 
there is fitted up a 2 in. Worthington 
water met er. 

One of these leads runs to the boiler, one 
to th e steam pump, and the other to the 
plumbing fixtures in the ba6emen t of the 
office. 

This latter supplies cold water to all the 
plumbing fixtures as high as the Crofon 
pressure will raise it. 

The building is heated with steam taken 
from the boilers in the basement, a~d fnr 
this purpose 22 railiators of approved pat­
tern are located in tlie building. Th<3y are 
all provided with neat caps and basee and 
furnished with perforated iron tops, all 
neatly finished in gold bronze. The main 
supply pipe to these radiators is 3 1-2 in. 
inside diameter, and is connected to the 
outlets of the boiler with suitable valves. 
This p ipe is extended into the office, and 
gradually reduced to 3 in., 2 1-2 in., and 
1 1-2 in. as the branches for risers and ra­
diators are taken off. All these steam 
pipes are first covered with a layer of asbes­
tos, then with best hair felt, and finally 



wrapped with 10 oz. canvas, which is 
mlatly sewed on, thus making th e complete 
coating 1 1-4 in. thick. 

Referring now to our engravings, as we 
have already said, the illustration on 
page 130 is that of the perspective view 
of the building from the southwest. 

The columns which are shown in front as 
supporting the rod over the car storage 
portions, are made of granite blocks cut to 
a bearing and rough pointed on their ex­
terior surfaces. 

Fig, 2 sllows the plan of one-half the 
building where the machinery is located. 
By careful examination of all the dimen­
sions the main features of the building will 
be understood. 'l'his machinery is driven 
by two 28 by 48 in. engines built by Wil­
liam Wright of Newburg, N. Y. 

All the arrangements have been made to 
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gines for overhauling the cable are p laced 
in the blank spaces in the right arnl left of 
the engraving. 

This machinery has already been fully 
illustrated in a previous number of the 
STREET RAILWAY JOURNAL. 

The tightening arrangements for the 
cables, of which there ar e four, are placed 
in the long grooves or slots cut in the floor 
and outlined by the rows of column shown 
in the right and left of the engraving. The 
arrangements used for tightening are simi­
lar to those used for ordinary c,ible con­
struction, where there is a movable carri­
age running on tracks carrying the tail 
sheave and drawn back by a system of 
weights and levers 1,laced at the back end

There is also ample room for the storage 
of what fodder and railroad supplies may 
be deemed necessary.

This is equipped with four hori­
zontal return tubular boilers, 5½ in. diame­
ter and 1G ft.. long, shown m Fig. 4. The 
bottom plate of each boiler is in one sheet 
7 ft. wicle and 16 ft. long, so that the flame 
does not come in contact with any of the 
riveted joints exeept at the front and back, 
where the heads are placed. 'l'he upper 
half of the s llell is in three plates with the 
steam dome in the center. This latter is 40 
in. higb. and 3 ft. diameter with the man­
hole on top, and two 4 in. steam nozzles. 

All the horizontal and circular seams are 
doubled riveted. The heads are t in. thick

The Midlan<l station at Sai nt Pancras is 
not connected directly like that of t he Great 
Northern at King's Cross with t he Metro­
politan. 

The connection is made at Keutish Town, 
wh sre all the passenger trains stop that eu­
te1 and leave Saint-Pancras station. 

The Midland trains, starting from Vic­
toria or from Herne Hill, and those of the 
Great Northern running from Victoriaonly, 
cross London from the nor th to the 
south by the way of the Met ropolitan 

The Chatham has a reciprocal agreement 
with these companiee, and its trains run t o 
King's Cross upon the Gr eat Northern , an<l 
to Finchley R oad upon the Midlaw1. Be­
sides these <lirect cor.nections, which com­
prise a very limited number of t rains, t he 
communication between the Midland, the 
Chatham, and the Great N ortheru is ac­
complished by way of Farringdou street 
and Aldersgate street, where travelers 
leave the trains of these btter companies, 
running into l\foorgate street.. 

This common service permits passengers 
coming from Dover and going beyond Lon­
don to the north to cross the city by rail. 
In coming from HerneHill to Ludgat e H ill 
the following is the case. Trains will be 
found which carry by connection via , v m es­
den Junction , or direct by way of the out­
going trains of the Midland and Great 
Northern. 

The Chatham has, with these compan­
ies, the same arrangements for through 
tickets as with the N urth Western at Vic­
toria station. 

SOUTH WESTERN. 

The South Western, whosestartingpoiut 
is Waterloo, has, so to speak, no local ser­
vice, although Wandsworth au<l P utney 
can be considered as the outskir ts of L ou­
don; but the suburb served is one of those 
most frequented by Londoners. It com­
prises, besides this, a trip through the 
most charming and picturesque neig hbor­
hood of the metropolis. This p art of the 
suburbs of the South Western is ve ry simi­
lar to that on the west of Paris or parts 
towards Reuil, Bougival, l\farly and Saiut ­
Germain. The great parks and gardens 
which you will meet there, and the Thames, 
which flows there more quietly and is cer­
t ainly purer than at L ondon, and th e air 
which we breathe has less smok e, all of 
which prove very attractive, and are feat­
ures which are thorou ghly appreciat ed by 
tne inhabitants of the city and West E nd. 
Itis not astonishing, then, that r ailroads 
should be multiplied in this direction, and 
that from all parts of London tlie Met ro­
politan sh ould desire to h ave connection 
with them. 

The South Western serves this subnrbon 
both sides of the Thames. 

There is a train service of forty-fl ve 
trains a day in each direction from Waterloo 
to Wandsworth, Pntney, Barn es, etc. , and 
a movement of fifty-four trains to Hammer ­
smith, Kew, etc. 

The lines on the right an<l left bank of 
the river comn:1.1.~ni.cat~ wit4 ltich:iuond , 
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All s uburban trains ou the Sunth West­
ern , which have \Vaterloo as their point of 
llepartnre or arrival, stop at Waux station, 
which is with in t he limits of L ondon. 

THE COMMON SERVI0E OF TH E CHA'l'HAIII 

AND SOUTH WESTERN, 

By arrangement with the Chatham, the 
South West ern runs a small number of 
trains to L udgate Hill. Thus the service 
which goes t o Kensington, Hammersmith, 
Kew, e tc., starts alternately from Waterloo 
and Ludgate Hill. One connection, made 
a number of years ago, put th e roads of 
the t wo companies in connection at \Vands­
worth Road. 

Frequent communication is established, 
besides, between Ludgate Hill an<l Clap­
ham J u nction by a special service between 
these two points, putting trains of the \V eRt 
London, t hose of the Richmond lin e, aucl 
of th e main line of th e South \Vestern 
iu communication with the trains of the 
Met ropolitan. 

F inally, a connection is made severnl 
times a day between the main lines of the 
South Western, which starts from Wimble­
don, and th ose starting from Ludgate H ill 
for the north . 

Th e South Western, by mean s of its dif­
fer ent connections, has a station in the 
city, that of Ludgate Hill. From its Wat­
erloo stat ion it connects with trains from 
Charing Cross to Cannon street, which 
t akes passengers to the West End. In spite 
of the advantageous position, the South 
Western company found that the detour 
which they are obliged to make iu order to 
get t ci Ludgate Hill is too long, and asked 
from Parliament a concession ofembranch­
ment from Waterloo t o Blackfrhrs. 

GRE.'\T WESTERN. 

'rhe or iginal breadth of gauge adopted for 
the Great Western was about six feet eight 
inches. T he principal line, having L ondon 
as a point of depar ture, was built and ac­
c«:1pted with these dimensions. 

The inconvenience of this great breadth 
was n ot slow in making itself felt when it was 
found necessary to connect with the l\fetro­
poU an , which had a breadth of four feet 
four inch es, and the most ser ious of all was 
the necessary t ranshipment at all points of 
connection with other lines, and the impos­
sibility of taking in . the trains of the Great 
West er n or the cars of oth er companies. 

Of all the solutions proposed by the pro­
motor of the b road gauge, that of Mr. Brn­
uel was the only one adopted, which was 
the addition of a third rail upon the road 
where the rolling stock of the Great West­
ern was circulated. This arrangement, 
complicated and imperfect as it was, was 
applied t o the Metropolitan and West Lou­
don, and permitted the cars of the Great 
Western to 1·un, as we have said, t o Moor­
gate street and Victoria. 

In order that there should be no de­
lay at connection poiute with other lines, 
and in order that they might change cars, 
the company now decided to abandon 
its broad gauge an<l adopt the narrower . 

At a general assembly, the directors an­
nounced to the stockh olders that iu the 
months o~ April or l\lay of Ul1.tt year the 
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road would be changed so that it wonld he 
the same as that of its co,mecting lines. 

This transformation remains historic-ally 
in the records of railroaJ construction and 
is one of the most salient features in thOf,e 
of English mails. 

At that time, the Eastern Connties road, 
which is toclay called the Great Eastern, 
had adopted the narrow gauge, bnt at the 
time when the change was made this line 
was far from having developed anything 
lik e the importance of the Great ,vestern. 

The most important metropolitan service 
of the Great Western is that from l\foorgate 
street to Kensington and HammeTSmith. 
Hanmersmith, in1834, ,vas a village only 
remarkable for its great number of country 
seats. A service of trninsran every hour from 
F leet street and ChariugLCross, and put it 
in connection with the city. The population 
of Hammerilmith today is engulfeil in the 
metropolis, an<l is more than 22,000 inhabi­
tants. To the carriages which ran from 
F leet street numerous omnibus lines are 
the successors, which run every six minutes 
from the interior of London. Iu summer 
the steam cars run every fifteen minutes 
from Loudon Bridge to Hammersmith. 

To these means of transport three lines of 
r ailroads have been added, the South Wes­
tern, running from " ·aterloo to Ludgate 
Hill, takin!{ in at Kensington the passen­
gers of the Metropolitan and the District; 
the Great Western, whose trains serve the 
line between Hammersmith and City J unc­
tion; and the North Western , which runs by 
way of the :North and South Western Junc­
tion Railway. 

These three lines give a movement of ten 
trains an h our. 

The passagerer1uires thirty-nine minutes 
from l\foorgate street, forty minutes from 
Lu<lgate Hill and Waterloo, and forty­
eight minutes from Broad street. 

The fo,re, ou the average, for the three 
lines, is seventeen cents for first class, 
thirteen and one-half cents for second class, 
and nine and one-half cents for third class. 

The Great Western:service from Victoria 
has its trains run so that i t connects with 
the main line from Southall, ten miles from 
Paddington, t o those of the Chatham and 
Victoria, and those of th€ Brighton and 
South Western at Kensir:gton (A. R. ) 

This completes the enumeration of the 
principal lin e of the Metropolitan and Sub­
urban Railways. We hnve given those 
combinations of train service which are the 
most interesting to the public, and those 
which permit the passage over the greatest 
di1:1tances of London aud its suburbs with­
out imposing long stops at connecting sta­
tions. The experience of every day, and 
the opening of new lines, renders changes 
of course inevitable and they are taking 
place from time to time. 

The public itself is fumishe<l with time 
tables, both by the company and by 
Bradshaw, of those trains and service which 
we h ave n ot iu<licated here. 

In a future issue we will speak of the 
fares ancl the service which are offered tu 
workmen, aud the speed at whkh tb(' 
trains are rnn, 
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French 'l'ramways. 

Judging from the official returns, tram­
ways in France do not appear to offer any 
inducement to the investor. The current 
number of the Bulletin du M:inistere des 
Trnvaux Publics g ives very detailed and 
tabulated information upon these undertak­
iogs and the results of working during the 
threemouths ending with March of this year. 
T he statistics deal with about 430 mile<\ of 
tramways, the property of thirty-two dif­
ferent associations in all parts of France. 
From the tables referred to we learn that 
these lines cost in round uumhers $25,66!,-
000, or an average of about $61,468 a mile, 
of which $27,584 were expended in works , 
and $33,880 a mile on rolling stock, or an 
average of 45 per cent of the former and 
55 per cent of the latter on the total outlay. 
These proportions do not represent indivi­
dual cases, the vari::Ltiuns being very wide. 
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tramways system indeed is the only one 
that shows a favorable result, as it pays 
nearly six per cent oo the capital, and in­
dicates, both as regards first cost and work­
iug expenses, ample evidence of skill and 
economy. The range in construction and 
expenditure is very great, and is not to be 
accounted for by aoything showo in the 
tables. Rolling stock on the Bordeaux 
lines only cost $3,726 a mile; on the Mar­
seilles line, $57,112, while the works were 
$21,780 per mile, as against $41, HO in Mar­
seilles, and nearly the same in Lyoos and 
Paris. Aa concerns repairs also, the Bor­
deauxlines cost only $1,119 for repairs dur­
ing the first three mouths of the year, 
while those in Marseilles cost $6,4!)0, and 
in Paris from $3,000 to $15,450 in the same 
time, the mileage for Bordeaux being 24; 
for Marseilles, 14.4, and for Paris 36, 29. 7, 
and 44.2 miles. Of course it is possible 
that those companies whose expenses for 
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Thus on the Nimes tramways the works cost 
90 per ceut and the rolling stock 10 per 
cent; on some of the 8 eine lines the re­
ipective percentages were 24 and 7<i, and on 
the Lyons tramways $724,800 were spent on 
works, and $1,698,400 on stock, or perceut­
ages of 85 and 15. During thethree months 
ending last March the gross receipts on the 
various lines amounted in round numbers 
to $1,517,240, and the cost of working to 
$ L,369,840,1leaving a net profit of $137,400, 
or 5:l per cent on the capital invested. The 
tabular statement given below shows the 
position of nine of the leading French com­
panies at the date mentioned above. 

The most unfavorable record is that of the 
Sevres-Yersailles tramway, which cost 
$157,680, and the working expenses of 
which are nearly double the receipts , mak­
ing a deficit of 6.:l2 per cent on the capital 
invested. There are five different associa­
tions controlling the Seine tramways ; those 
marked (a) in the preceding table are worked 
by the Paris Municipality; those marked 
(b) by the northern suburban P aris Tram­
ways Company, and (c ) by the southern 
suburban Paris Company. Besides these 
there is a system controlled by the General 
Omnibus Company and another by the De­
partment of the Seine. None of these con­
cerns am flourishing, the highest r eturn 
being 1.52 per cent, and the lowest a de­
ficit of 1. 71 per cent. It is worth noticing 
that only four companies had mad e any re­
serve during the time under consideration 
for renewals, &c., the Bordeaux ancl three 
pf the Paris companies. The ~ordeaux 
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r epairs are so h eavy may have been en­
gaged on .special r enewals, and it is quite 
probable that in many cases receipts ancl 
expenditures may bear different proportions 
during the spring and summer months, but 
so far as the tables we have referred to in­
dicate, there appears to be bntone prosper­
ous tramway undertaking in France. 

Cost of Feeding Horses. 

EDITOR STREET RAILWAY JOURNAL:-
I saw in the October number of the STREET 

RAILWAY JouRN.~L a statement of Superin­
tendent Dut_y, of the Ea5t ClevelandR. It., 
on the cost of feeding horses. For the past 
six years I have had fnll charge of a road, 
and for the past four years have kept a 
record of the cost of feeding the horses. 
His report showed that it varied from 24½ 
cents down to 18½ cents on 550 horses. I 
have had only 39 horses for two years, and 
40 horses for four years. The cost is 27, 
26, 23 and 22 cents on this small number of 
horse'>. While his bran cost him $10 and 
$12 a ton, mine cost from $18 to $20 a ton, 
aml his corn cost from 37 cents to 50 cents 
a bushel, mine cost from 45 to 73 cents a 
bushel, and hay costing from $12 to $15 per 
ton. 

I offer this statement modestly, knowing

of course that it is higher than what is ob­
t/1,ined by the larger roads, but think that a 
crawling down so closely to the figures of 
a large road with this small number of 
horses, is nothing to be ashamed of.

The Birmingham Cable Tramway. 

The construction of the cable tram­
way from Colmore Row to the borough 
boundary in Hockley is about to be com­
menced. In. the early part of the summer 
l\'Ir. E. Pritchard, l\L I. C. E., who with 
Mr. Joseph Kincaid, l\L I. C. E., of Lon­
don, is engineer to the Central Tramways 
Company, paid a visit 'to America and in­
spected the various cable systems in opera­
tion in a number of transatlantic cities. The 
result of this visit was to convince him of 
the economical advantages of the cable 
principle, and to afford valuable informa­
tion from an engineering poin t of view. In 
a number of particulars the construction 
of the line in Birmingham will differ from 
that which is to be seen elsewhere, and will 
be a marked improvement upon the cable 
tramway in Highgate Hill, London. The 
designs having been well thought out by 
the engineers, have received close examin­
ation at the hands of the Borough Surveyor 
and the Public Works Committee, and 
have now been finally approved. Tenders 
for material and labor in accordance with 
specifications have been invited, and the 
work upon the line commenced. The 
Tramway Company have also begun opera­
tions upon the laud they have acquired in 
"Whitmore street, Hockley, for the purpoF6 
ot the erection of driving machinery and 
sheds for the. accommodation of rolling 
stock. The financial conditions under 
which the work is to be undertaken have 
been the subject of prolonged negotiation:; 
between the directors of the Central Tram­
ways Company and the municipal authori­
ties. An agreement was arrived at which, 
while fair to the company, will secure the 
Corporation from loss. The latter are to be 
the constructors and proprietors of the line, 
and the company will be lessees. There 
will be two miles and five furlongs of single 
line, the cost of cornstructing which is es­
timated at from $111,000 to $125,000, or 
about $46,000 per mile. The company 
have deposited $12,000 per mile; and a 
sum to pay for taking up the cable rail if 
fouu<l useless or uuremunerative, a contin­
gency coucerning which little fear is enter­
tainecl. As the Central Tramwa;ys Cc>m­
pany, through their engineers, possess spec­
ial ad vant.:tges, it has been arranged that 
they are to stand in the relation of con­
tractors to the Corporation for the purpose 
of eonstructing the line. The Corporation 
will provide the stonework which will be sup­
plied at cost price to the company, who will 
be paid for the work done as it progresses 
according to the Borough Surveyor's certi­
ficate. It is expected that the tram way will 
be ready for opening by l\fay next. The 
line is to be laid upon the three feet six inch 
gauge, correspondmg with that of the newer 
tramways throughout the town, and the 
rails for the car wheels will be of similarcon­
struction, with the narrow groove for the 
wheel flanges. In the middle of the line 
will be two fl.at rails placed side by Fide 
at such a distance from one another as to 
make a narrow slot over a chamber in the 
_roadway, through. which the .c-lble runs 



a.ml hy meanH of which the ears mny he at­
tached to the cable through the operation 
of a gripping appliance. In some of the 
existiug tram waJs the cable clrnmber iH 
piactically a rectangular iron tube, b11t it is 
proposed to nse instead of this a chamlier 
or gutter of co :1crete a hon t two feet six: i11-
ches deep. At every fonr feet I-her e will 
lie in this ch:tmbcr a structure of wrun ,.;ht 
'r iron called a '' yoke," which will serve a '!

In 
the cable chamber there will he, at iute r­
vals of thirty feet, c ist iron or Rteel pnl\ey 
wheclR, revolvi11g vertically, and affurd­
iug supp0rt to tile c.ible. 'l'he.-;e wheel:,, 
which a.re about thirtee11 inche5 i11 
diameter, are matle some,vhat heav,y, am1 
lie up m haarin;-s so a-; to rnn smootlily 
iind witl~out r.1ttle. ,v1ierever they occur 
there will be constructed hy the sille of the 
clrnmhera small manhole, tln-,mgh wliicl1 a 
worlun:m can reach the pnll ey::; lo grease 
them, or to liftone completelyo11t mulsnb­
stit11te a11other incase of iujul'y. In onler 
not t ,> catch llirt and wet falling throngL 
the sl >t t 10 pt1lleys a .ll1 cable will rnn not 
immeJiately beneath but a little to one 
side of tlre openiug. 

'f!Je cable will form a ci rcuit rnnn iug up 
the center of one line, ronnd a horizontal, 
or ue.u·ly horizoutal, pulley at the town eml , 
back to Hockley through the ch amb!:'r of 
the other li ue, aull through the driving ma­
chinery at tile engine-house, and tLen hack 
to the fin,t line in an emlless chaiu. For 
workiug tl.!e tr,tffic it is propos!:'d to nse two 
vehicles, one ~al\ed a "dummy," whiclf has 
a gripper to hold on to lhe cable, and the 
other a passenger car, attached to tlie for­
mer by a coupling. In some tr,imwayR the 
"dummy" is used only for the driver or man 
coutrolling the gripper, but in the present 
iustance it will probably be nset1 to carry 
"outside" pas;;engers, instead of their 1Jeiug 
pl.wed on the top of the second car. ·with 
regard to the gl"ipper, it may perhaps best 
be explained by supposing- tl1at the left 
hand were put duwn the slo t, the fingers 
nuderneath the c d,le, am1 lifting it some­
what from the pnlley,i ou which it rnns, 
and the thumb pressing upon the top.

The aid of ele ctricity will be in­
volrnd to app1 ise the engineer of tLe break­
age of auy of the Rtr.mthi of the c.dile, so 
that he mny k11ow when to expect tLe dam­
aged portion to pass throngh tlifj engine­
housc. Upon an almost entirely hilly route, 
snch as that between Colmore Row aocl 
Hockley, the traffic, if equal both ways, 
wouk1 Le worketl hy a fraction over the 
power neecled to move the weiglit of the 
cabl e. The inequalities of the traffic, how­
ever, at certain times of the day will neces­
sitate a con:oiderable reserve of driving 
power. 'fhe depot in W hitmore street oc­
cupies a site of ahout two acres, half of 
which will be eovered with huihliugs. The 

construction of th e new linfl will enal,le tlie 
,vheE-ler street ronl e to he opened for traf­
fic. On that line steam engines will hri11g 
the cars t o the jnnction with Constitutional 
Hill, whPre they will lie taken on b,v the 
ca11le, an<l complete their j ,mrney to the 
middle of the t•Jwn.-Birminglrnm Daily 
Post.

"\Ve publish iu another column a r eport 
of the expenses aucl iuvestment of some of 
the lltrger of the Freuch tramways. It 
wi ll h e interestiug to street railroad 
men as affording- a means of comparison of 
the work which is done in France with that 
which is accomplished in this country. It 
is geuerally snppoRed that street railroad 
stock is the most payiug of anv thn,t the 
public caninve,-;t in, in large pla~es; !mt we 
see that in l\L1rseilles, Lyons, and Paris, the 
divideucls are very small, aucl in two cases 
the expen-;es exceecltid the income. T his is 
dne, in great part, to the fact that on French 
tramways the cars are never crow<lell aud 
no one is allowell to euter unless there is 
a seat vaeant; or, in case of gentlemen, 
there is staucling room on the plattorm. 
There are, in many cases, four places on 
t he rear platform where men are allo,vcd 
to stand, and when a seat is vacant inside 
they take their turn in occupying it. The 
s igu ·•Complete" hanging upon the outside 
of the car prevents people from entering, 
and this cuts clown the income of the com­
pany; for it is, of conrsc, impossible for a 
~ompany to rnn a car the whole length of a 
long line when it will lie tilled only n small 
portion of tb:1t distance. It is undoubtellly 
this fact which cuts down the French in­
come much below what would be or<linari­
ly expected to be recei vecl in this countrv. 

It is interesting to note, to0, the high 
percentage wbieh the roliing-htockcon';nmes 
iu the actn ti inve;taieut. of the road, iu 01ie 

case mtiug as high as Heventy-six per cent 
for one of the Paris ro1lls. 'l'his, although 
the line is a long one, is uudonbtedly due 
to th e fa~t th ,,t very m ,,ny more cars mnst 
nccessal·ily be nm iu onlcr to keep np the 
system, which we have alre:tcly iudieated, 
-of not a,lmitting p.1~sengers when there 
.are no sea ts. 

Arbitration. 

Mr. Chauncey Depew in an address 
made at the opening exercises of the ret:ent 
convention of the Brotherhood of L ocomo­
tive Engineers, made a strong point of 
the attitude that this association had taken, 
regarding thei. union with the 
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Knights of Labor, that Lad been so strenu­
ously urged upon them. He said that they 
were so competent arnl so reasonable and 
had been so just in their deliberations that 
every other business was laid aside and 
every one else dismissed when they knocked 
at the door of the office of any railroad 
president in the country. And this was 
because they came there in the conscious 
strength of pursuing their business better 
than any one else could tell it them. Now, 
had they sent a cabinet maker or piano 
tnner to argue th uir case the door would Le 
closed, not because the cabin.,t maker and 
piano tuuer might not be very worthy and 
v;1Juable members of the community, but 
because they knew nothiug of the subject 
they come to ta lk about. 

It is this same position that bas been 
forced upon employers of other branches of 
l:tbor, and especially of the street railway 
companies, whose men have allied thcm­
selvc,:i in common leJ.gue with the butchers 
and bakers au_d cancllehtick makers, to say 
nothing of the bonds uniting them with the 
rough scuff and rag-tag and bobtail of nll 
creation. And then under the incitement 
of these associates and led by them in 
many cases, a loud hue aud cry is raised 
by the 11oble champions of labor if, per­
chance, a cigar roller is denied admission to 
the office of a railway president, where he 
has come to dictate tbe terms of -wages 
and time under which a car driver is to 
work. 

No wonder the roads ha,e been obliged 
to shut down on this kind of nonsense and 
have it distinctly understood that thfly are 
not open to arbitration with outside or­
ganizatio1.J s lint will treat only with com­
mittees appointed by the employees from 
among themselves. 

"Come, let 11s reason together," has come 
to mean, in the minds of the laborites, a 
long torrent of abuse on the part of the de­
magogues and a silent acq11iescence on the 
pa1·t of the manager, and it is no wonder 
that nnller these peculiar circumstances 
managers have beeu compelled to close 
their doors on all committees that have 
been moved by this kind uf impulse. 

Art of Atlvertis:ng. 

BY WM, H. BAILEY, 

In looking about us aud seeing the im­
mense incomes derived from many inven­
tions and patent rights, we are apt to think 
that the inventors are r emarkable men, 
and that it is only necessary to study out 
or hit upon some new and ingenious device 
to secure a fortune. But when we 
realize the fact that almost every intelligent 
and thoughtful mechanic bas one or more 
wonderfnl inventions in his mind, or on 
paper, or in a model, we see that it is not 
a very difficult matter to study out an in­
geuious and perhaps practical contrivance 
to accomplish almost any purpose in a me­
chanical line, and therefore the great prob­
lem to be solved in order to secure the 
fortune, is not so much how to invent a 
good thing as it is how to make the public 
see it and ai)preciate it, and get it into gen-
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eral use. There are today thousands of 
inventions far better than those now in 
general use, for many purposes, lying dor­
mant for want of capital or proper manage­
ment on the pait of the inventors to intro­
duce them to the consuming public, 

••Necessity is the mother of invention," 
and inventors are generally persons uf very 
limited means, which are quickly expended; 
and in trying to obtain more capital with 
which to perfect and introduce their inven­
tions, their patents become encumbered or 
·' tied up" in some way and the business 
suspended. Or should sufficient capital 
become interested, the managers usually 
make a great mistake in thinking that the 
only way is to ''push it" by employing 
salesmen or agents to travel and obtain 
personal interviews with buyers, and be­
fore they are hardly aware of it their ex­
penses have enormously exceeded their re­
turns an<l they become discouraged and 
virtually abandon the enterprise. An old 
note broker once said to the writer, ''There 
are two reasons why a note will not sell on 
the market, oue is because it is not known, 
and another is because it is known too 
much." So with new inventions; you 
may push them too hard by ambitious 
salesmen promising too much, and getting 
users to adopt them in place of other ap­
pliances nearly as good by causing them to 
expect too great a gain, and the result is 
you have disappointed your customers and 
made enemies of competitors whose ap­
pliances you have displaced while they 
were yet doing good work. 

The policy of forcing a new invention 
into places where nothing of the kind is 
really ueedecl, by misrepresentations and 
undue influence of personal solicitation, is 
not only very expensive but reacts by in­
curring the ill will of all competitors and 
causing them to unite against it. 

The manager of every invention or speci­
alty should bear in mind that although his 
fieh1 may be large it is already covered by 
other devices that are doing the work and 
answering the purpose and that no salesman 
con influence a sensible man to incur the 
expense of making a change so long as the 
old works well enough; consequently in 
nine cases out of ten if not ninety-nine out 
of a hundred, a salesman's call amounts to 
no more than a circular. 

Tlie better method and the one that has 
been proved by long experience of the most 
successful houses of this country to be the 
more economical, is t0 advertise constantly 
and attractively in such regular publica­
tions as reach the desired trade, and issue 
circulars only to dealers and others who 
may be able to directly influence trade, 
and to employ salesmen or agents 1:,ufficient 
only to call where it is learned through 
other sources that there is a chance for bus­
iness, and not waste valuable time and ex­
pense in searching promiscuously over the 
whole field of possible purchasers. 

In these days of cheap printing, every 
important branch of business has its trade 
papers devoted expressly to its interests 
and every subscriber who is paying for his 
paper will at least glance through it, if he 
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does not read it atten tively, and it being a 
periodical visitor he will naturally, abont 
the time he is expecting t o want somet hing 
in that line, examine its advertising col­
umns to see if there is any thing new or 
different from that he is already familiar 
with , whereas a circular or p aper sent to 
him occasionally and free of expense will 
seldom b e noticed or p reserved for refer­
ence, unless it should arrive at th e very 
moment when a purchase is under consid­
eration; and I have known men to re­
fer to advertisements, get the adllress ancl 
write for a circular, which they hacl just 
thrown into the waste b asket under t heir 
desk. 

The value of a paper as an advertising 
medium does no t depend upon the n1J.mber 
of copies issued but directly upon the 
number of actual paying subscribers in the 
trade which th e:advertiser desires to reach; 
and h erein lies the gis t of the whole busi­
ness and accounts for the u nsat isfactory 
r eturns for large sums of money annually 
expended by many advertisers who give 
out their contracts promiscuously wit hout 
making a thorough investigation into the 
claims of solicitors. 

" Don't buy a pig in ·the p oke;" it is a 
comparatively easy matter to get a good 
looking paper and print off t wo or three 
thousand copies and send them to a list of 
names taken from a directory, and claim a 
wide circulation . Bnt it t akes years of 
time and thousands of d ollars to get a large 
list of paying subscribers and to t horoughly 
establil!lh a paper in the haunts of busy 
men so as to make it of much value to ad­
vertising patrons. 

If a man desires an engine to give him 
fo rty horse power, he will not pay for it 
until he has had it proved t o him that it will 
do the work and that those who make their 
ad vertising contracts on the same business 
principles are not con btautly complaini1 g 
that they have spent a great deal of money 
in ad vertising and don 't k now that they ever 
received any b enefit from it. 

The art of advertising consists not only 
in the selection of the bes t mediums but also 
in the preparation and setting of the matter 
so as to attract the eye and in furn ishing for 
the r eading columns brief and frequent 
items of news jn which the name of the 
house is in some way connected. 

l\Ioney properly expended in newspaper 
advertising is beyond question the most 
profi table inves tment a manufacturer can 
make, bu t no one should expect a hundred 
dollar contract to produce rei:mlts equal to 
a fi fteen hundred dollar salesman, as many 
do.

He has a plan 
for a roundabout road that would take law­
yers, brokers, and busmess men around to 
the doors of almost all th e office buildings. 

The following is the annual report of the 
Sixth A.venue Railroad in New York to the 
Railro:1d Commission: Gross earnings, 
$839,403; operating expenses, $594,009; 
other income, $±,200; charges, $85,663; di­
vidends, 13 per cent, or $195,000; deficit

The Boanl of Aldermen granted a fran­
chise to the Melrose & ·west l\forrisania 
Railroad Company to ran a railroad along 
a number of roads and avenues in the an­
nexed district. The road is to be built with 
side-bearing rails, and at the end of ten 
years the company is to keep the streets 
clear of snow and ice. The railroad com­
mittee have also under consideration the 
petition of the Bentley-Knight Co. to con­
struct a road connecting the Fulton, Cort­
landt and Chambers street ferries. 

THE ONE HUNDRED AND TWENTY-FIFTH 
STREET CABLE LINE was opened to the pub­
lic ou the morning of December 1st. It 
was not intended to open the line so early 
but after making a private trial of the road 
and getting everything in r eadiness, it was 
decided to begin at that time. The travel 
upon the road is quite heavy. There are 
11ine cars which run entirely upon this 
street, besides seventeen which run to 
High Bridge. These latter cars run down 
Tenth avenue to One Hundred and 'l'wenty­
fifth street, and then eastward to the East 
river. This practically gives a service over 
One Hundred and Twenty-fifth street of 
twenty-six regular cars. The speed of the 
cable is eight miles an hour, and as the 
streets are clear the cars are run up to the 
maximum speed a good deal of the time. 
The fare on both lines is five cents. 

Mayor Grace has vetoed the resolution 
of the Board of Aldermen granting franchise 
to the North & East River Railrqad Co., 
which wishes to run an electric surface rail­
way to connect with the various down town 
ferries.

THE TWENTY-EIGHTH AND TwENTY-NlNTH 
STREETS RAILROAD Co., which has just 
secured its franchise over the Mayor's veto, 
was originally known as the Twenty-eighth 
and Thirtieth Streets Railroad Company. 
T his sec:urecl its charter on April 24, 1884. 
The capital stock was 5,000 shares. The 
president was S. H. Hurd, the secretary 
and superintendent Frederick A. Bartlett, 
and the directors were Messrs. Hurd and 
Bartlett, E. N. Nichols, Nathan Seely, 
George H. Seely, W. H. Ritter and J. F. 
Harrison, the la'; t named being the attor­
ney of the corporation. The name of the 
company was changed to its present one on 
June 22, 1885, when the proposed route oe­
tween First anJ Ninth avenues, in Thirtieth 
street, was laid out in Twenty-ninth street. 
The general scheme of the road is to utilize 
Twenty-eighth and Twenty-ninth streets to 
cross the city and to connect the Twenty­
third, Thirty-fourth and Forty-second 
streets ferries. The president now is Jon­
athan H. Crane, secretary and treasurer of 
the Manhattan Brass Company, ll large 
owner along the East River; the secretary 
is Mr. Bartlett, who has been active in 
promoting the road, and the treasurer is 
l\Ir. Harrison. The office of the company 
is in Temple Court. The directors are 
Jon a than A. Crane, Edward P. Beach , Sam­
uel H. Hurd, Gilbert l\I. Speir, jr., 
Jared F. Harrison, New Rochelle; John 
"\V. l\Iercereau, Jr., " and Frederick A. Ba1 t­
lett. 

According to the company's report to the 
Railroad Commissioners, the right of way 
cost $708.30 and the company says it has 
acquired consents representing $10,000,000.

THE SCRANTON SUBURBAN RAILWAY Co.

On the 
afternoon of November 30th there was a 
trial trip a t which several gentlemen who 
are interested in the promotion of the 
scheme, were present. The track was in 
the wors t possible condition, being covered 
with snow and ice, which upon the heavy 
grades presented almost insuperable obsta­
cles t o the advance of a car, which is to be 
propelled with a motor, aud depending for 
its pro~ress upon the weight resting upon 
its wheels. The road isin some places quite 
steep, running up grades of 300 feet to the 
mile and turning sharp curves. The car 
ran over the whole length of the road with­
out difficulty, allll experienced only some 
very slight delays, where it was obliged to 
melt the snow to the r ails by turning the 
wh eels before advancing. On the return 
trip it was mostly down grade, the car run­
ning through the heavy slush which lay 
over the rails without any difficulty what­
ever, and all connected with the scheme 
have expressed themselves as satisfied 
with the results. We have received from 
the Secretary of the company a time table 
which took effect on D ecember 13th. The 
cars run every twenty-five minutes, com­
mencing early in the morning at 7.5 A. llI., 

the last car leaving the Valley House on 
the up trip at 10,50 r.

There is a heavy fill on 
Knapp street, between Broadway and the 
depot, and the two companies have agreed 
to pay for that portion of the fill to be oc­
cupied by the tracks. The l\Ietropolitan 
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company will paytwo-thirds of this expense 
and the Consolidated company one-third.

THE YONKERS RAILROAD Co. is now being 
rapidly completed, and probably will be 
opened about the first of the month. Or­
ders have been sent out that the road 
should be at once put in order for running 
the cars, and in order t o do this it has been 
necessary to work night and day. The 
frost and snow have proved very obstinate 
and the pieces of earth, when excavated, 
are like so much stone. Switches are be­
ing laid and the stables are very nearly 
ready for occupancy. The road will be 
four and one-half miles long, laid to a 4 ft. 
8} in. gauge, with 42 and 48 lb. rails. At 
the opening of the road there will be about 
10 cars ancl 45 horses. The officers ar e : 
President, D. N. Stanton; Assistant Treas­
urer, D. Perry Stanto:.i, and Secretary, John 
F. Brennan. The capital stock is placed at 
$~00,000. This is high, of course, for the 
length of road we have indicated, but it is 
the intention of the company to extend 
their lines very materially, and they have 
the franchise for building about twenty 
miles of road in the place. It is their in­
tention to add about one-half mile of track 
very soon, so t here will be five miles in all. 
The offices of the company are at the sta­
bles on Main street, and the cars which 
they have just purchased were built by J. 
G. Brill & Co. of Philadelphia.

Bryden Forged Horse Shoes. 

The/Je shoes are forged into shape on 
heavy drop hammers, which does its work 
in the same way as a drop forge, by con­
densing the iron and adding very mater­
ially to its wearing qualities, so that it is 
claimed it is nearly equal to steel in its 
durability. We have no data of compari­
son in this matter, but from the strength 
an cl tenacity of drop forgings in g·eneral 
should think the claim might well be 
made. 

The distinctive feature of this system of 
manufacture is that it produces a shoe 
calked or plain and ready for applying to 
the hoof. The crease is macle low, the holes 
punched well in, and beveled so as to per­
mit the nail heacl to be deeply driven in, 
thus reducing the strain on the nail, and 
insuring a permanently fastened shoe. As 
the foot bearing of the shoe is level it ma­
terially aids in the preservation of the hoof, 
and it is not necessary to heat the shoe 
in order to fit ir. The shoes are not weld­
ed in any place, as the calks are forged on 
solid from the web. 

The shoes have a goocl and substantial 
clip drawn up from metal driven outside 
the regular outlines of the shoe for the pur­
pose; the outer eclge of the clip, when drawn 
up, coincides with the outlines of the shoe 
and requires no cutting away of the hoof 
wall to ]et it in. 

These shoes are at present used by the 
large street railways in New York, Phila­
delphia, Chicago, New Orleans, Buffalo, 
Washington and Brooklyn. 

Can't Dismount from a Street Car. 

Some philosopher-no t Emerson or Car­
lyle, but one equally observant-has said 
that there are two things a woman cannot 
do; throw a stone without bitting some one 
behind her, and sharpen a lead pencil. To 
this lbt I think another might be added­
she cannotleave a streetcar properly. Did 
you ever see her get out of one of those, 
especially the bobtail species, without won­
dering why she escapes serious injury ? 
When she puts her foot on the platform 
(the size of it, the foot, not the platform, 
is, of course, material to the question,) she 
invariably turns lier back to the horses and 
steps out in the opposite direction. She 
seems to h ave no ideas of the laws of pro­
pulsion or gravitation, and never stops to 
consider that if the underpaid driver, who 
also a(!ts as cashier, ticket-seller and con­
ductor, were to start his horses a moment 
too soon she would be pitched• violently 
into the street. So far she has not met with 
an accident, but some clay there will be a 
confused mass of striped stockings, disor­
dered bangs and disarranged bustles on the 
cobble-stones, and when that time does 
come I can only echo the wish expressed in 
the last stanza of "John Gilpin" by say­
ing, "l\Iay I be there to see."-Ex.

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White's Loose Wheel and 'l' rnck. 

The truck* aud wheel illustrated in this 
connectio11 is one tha t is in tended to llo the 
work that is usnally assigned to a loose 
wheel. 

'fhe truck frame has the sides made of 
cast steel, ribbed ou tside and inside, and 
having a head or socket that allows the 
cross timbers to fi t tightly into H, wL cre 
they are Jrawn up with bolts, aud it is alsu 
so looped thttt there is space for the axle 
t o WJrk up and d own according to the 
load. Over the space a bracket iH cast 011 

tl1e side of the fra me, and anothe,· liracket 
bolted to the end of the axle, with a cross 
between them to carry the car. 'rhe large 
holt also serves to stop the ends of the hol­
low axlt:i so th.it it will h olcl the oil. 

'rhe axle is m ide about 5 in. in cHame­
ter, with a 2 in. h ole through it. It also 
ha-; a hol e in the oenter and top of tb e axle 
by which it may he fi llell . The wheels are 
made hollow, r uuniug from the ceu ter of 

flG .l 

the axle out as far as may Le needed to 
make the bearings from ontside to iuside as 
long as the diameter of the wheel, in other 
words, making them square, on th e p rin­
ciple t hat a square cannot be cr11mped on 
th e cnrve. •rwo wronglit iron bands are 
abo shrunk near th e ceuter of the axle aml 
held fast in acld tiou with set screws. TL ere 
is oue loose baud with a lip on it which 
goes over theiuside of the hnb, and has set 
screws t o go through the tight baud, by 
which the wear is taken up. The wheels 
also have the novel feature of door.; which 
can be opened and access given to the bear­
ing and hub. These b earings are made in 
quarters, with a dovetail at one end and 
bolt at t he other to secure them. 'rhe axle 
baarings are cut in halves and secured in 
the same way, so they can be t aken out 
and replaced when worn. Oil h oles are 
drilled through the b ottom of the axle and 
the half sleeves that are aro_uud i t , so that 
when the wheel is running i t lubrica tes the 
axle, as illustrated in our Figure 3. 

•u. 'r, Wlllle, H ~ High st., Duston, )lass. 
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The worn parts can thus he easily re­
placed. 'l'he wheel is also made in three 
parts, steel tire, outside and inside hnbs. 
These latter are c1tst sepuately and bolted 
together with the tire between them, so 
that the tire, as well as the bearings, can 
he replaced wheu it is worn. The wheels 
will thus be seen to be independen t and 
answer all the purposes of a loose wheel. 
\Ve are not informed of the weight of the 
"trncture, or an estiirntte of its cost.

Test of an Electric Rail way at the R. I . 
Locomothe Works. 

The Provi<lence Journal says that upon 
the premises of the Rhode I sland Locomo­
tive Works there is laid a section of car 
t L·ack ju~ t oue-teuth of a mile long, with 
cu rves and gradients. Here may, upon 
occasion, be seen the somewhat singular 
sight of what appears to be an ordinary 
horse car, mmus the horse, running 
smoot hly and noiselessly at a rapid rate of 
speed, without any apparent source of 
power. A man standing in the driver's po­
sition upon the front platform, with a turn 
of what upon the ordinary street car is t he 
brake handle, stops the car, starts it, sud­
den ly or gradually at will , and regulates 
its speed, from a snail's pace to a five­
minute gait, as he chooses. 

Tb.is is the practical test of the electric 
motor which, after a year of experimenting 
at the L ocomotive Works, has been per­
fected b y the engineers of the Bentley­
l{ ,1i6h t C.)mpany, o f Xew York. They 
have made it especially to be applied to 
street cars and elevated railroads, and have 
already a 1mmber of contracts under way 
for i ts in troduction in several cities. 

The horse car is precirnly like those that 
travel our stree ts, and, indeed, was pur­
ch ised of the U c1 ion Railroad Company, 
to be fi tted with the elel:tric appliance. 
Between the axles and u nderneath the 
floor of the car is a little machine that oc­
CU _)io ~ a sp.L03 of 30 in ches square by 10 
deep. To this an electric current is con­
veyed from a conductor in a sort of under ­
g round conduit near the track-i ts p osition 
whether between the rails or to one side is 
immaterial-by means of a spr:ng shoe or 
" p low" upon tue card which b ears up on 
the conducting rail wit u elastic pressure. 
This current is thus conveyed to the motor, 
which i, no th ing more t han a sort of min­
iat ure dynamo. Now, it is a principle in 
electric physics-a p rinciple L'f compara­
t ively r ecent discovery and of great impor­
tance-that while a dynamo, operat ed by 
outsiJe power, generates a current of elec­
t r icity, that same current introduced into 
anot her Jyuamo will cause it to r evolve 
and thus to generate power again. 'fhi1 
principle of the "reversibility of the dyna­
mo" is what renders possible the applica­
tion of electricity to motive power, and is 
what is here employed. The current causes 
the m0tor to revolve, and the la tter then 
commtrnicates its motion to the axles of the 
oar wheels through a system of gearing. 
This is the simple principle of the contriv­
ance; but the perfection of the details has 
occupied many months of experimentation, 
T ile electric system in our streets would 
require bu t little change in exist ing appli­
ances, t he chief of which would be the 
underground electric conduit. This would 
b a smaller than that required for cable 
roads, and much easier to keep clean , be­
cause there is no mechanism inside, ai:.d it 
can be easily and constantly swept out by 
appliances u pon the cars themselves, The 
fact that any desired speed can be main­
tained, even so great as twelve miles an 
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h our on outlying districts if dei,ired, p er­
mi tting also slowing up in going around 
curves and in crowded streets, is another 
cousiderable advantage over the cable 
11y stem. 

The tests that have been given under the 
new motor so far seem to have been suc­
cessfol. The c.tr h as been r un under tue 
many conditions that would be required of it 
in actual street work in cities; i t has been 
run loaded heavily with people-forty h ave 
ridden in it at one time, causing no di mi­
nution of the speed-it has been driven up 
steep grades and around sharp corners, 
started and stopped and run at slow speed, 
and apparently resp onded without failure 
to all such demands.

The preservation of r ailway ties and t ele­
graph poles having passed in to th e domain 
of absolute necessity, the Norwegians claim 
to have solved the problem by the use of a 
simple an d economical method. A hole is 
bored with an auger about 30 inches above 
the ground, ar,d it is given as great an iu­
clination as possible down toward the cen­
ter of the wood, the diameter being about 
one inch. This hole will contain from 100 to 
150 grammes of powdered sulphate of cop­
per. The hole is closed by a ,vooden plug, 
with a handle on the ou t1-ide. 

It will perhaps be d ifficult to explain or 
clearly demo1.stratc the action t hat takes 
place with this method of injection, since 
some natural crystals are formed. And by a 
ver_y curious capillary action these crys­
tals are worn out, if that expression 
can bo used. Tlrnir volume contin­
ually diminishes, and at the end of three 
or fuur months the equivalent of what has 
disappeared must be ad<led. 

Of course, this, to the minds of directors 
of street railways, which are run t o make 
money, is but the beginning of the demon­
stration that they would r equire. Economy 
is t he most important ehimenf; and this is 
a much more difficult matter to det ermine. 
"With reference to a comparison with loco­
motive engines, such as are used on ele­
vated railroads, the engineers of the electric 
company give figures which seem to indi­
cate a decided advantage on the si<le of 
electricity. Locomotives can develop a 
horse-power by the use of from six to 
sixt een pcunds of coal per hour. But a 
statio1:ary engine develops a h orse-power 
from about two to two aud one-half pounds 
of coal per hour at the ou tside. And of 
the power employed the electr ic mot or 
wastes about fifty per :cent, wherefore it 
can de velop a horse-power from four pounds 
per hour . F urthermore, while every loco­
motive requires two m en, one of whom is 
i n the highest and most expensive class of 
skilled lator, two engineers and three 
fi remen are sufficient for the one or two 
engines operating the electric plant of a 
street r a.ilway system of 200 cars. The 
d rivers of the cars can be taken from the 
same grade of labor as at prtisent.

Winter has arrived since I wrote to you, 
and I find the ice ~nd snow just as cold 
and disagreeable as ever. Our street rail­
road friends get their share of it and it's a 
tolerably good share too. If it snows to 
the depth of an inch it mixes with the dirt 
and swells up like yeast until it covers 
everything; then when the railroad com­
panies scrape it from their tracks they 
must carry it away. The mayor has just 
called the attention of the police to the I 
matter, to see that the ordinance is compli- I 
ed with. Of course this is the way it is done 
in New York, and everybody has been , 
there, especially when it snowed. We are 
not supposed to b e behind you in anything 
if we can help it and can make the horse 
railroad people pay for it. The bill for the 
elevated road in St. Charles street passetl 
our House of D elegates last week but it 
has to go through the Council yet and there 
is no doubt but it will receive its quietus 
there. The l\fissouri Railroad Company have 
received permission to change theirmotive 
power from horse to cable or electricity. 
The other onlinances mentioned in my la'>t 
letter for new street railways stand about 
as they were. On the night of the 5th inst. 
the car house of the cable line went up in 
smoke; all the summer cars were destroyed 
and their grips and close cars except ten 
of each on the road atthe time. The power 
house was not injured so there was compara­
tively speaking no stoppage of business 
except from lack of cars. l\fr. l\faffit of 
the l\fissouri line very kindly helped them 
out by giving them some of his cars to 
bridge over with. l\fessrs. Brill & Co. of 
Philadelphia, Brownell& Wight of St.Louis 
and others are rebuilding and making new 
cars for them to replace those lost and 
damageu, and in a short tim e the company 
expect to be better prepared than ever to 
handle their growiug business. Rumor 
has it that a Boston syndicate has purch­
ased the 1·oad and will take possession next 
l\farch. Our good-looking friend Simpson, 
Secretary of the L ewis & Fowler l\1anufac­
t.uring Company, has capture,1 the cable 
line with his stove; their cars, what they 
have left, are now being fitted with them. 
I suppose the other lines will hav~ to follow 
suit, but I think a stove in a street car is a 
t e rrible nuisance; the air becomes vitiated 
as a rule, and if you are ne.1r the stove you 
are roasted and· opened right up for a first 
class cold, If it is under the seat and you 
try to hold it down, which you can't, then 
y ou are made the laughing stock of the 
oar, but it seems to me that is the only 
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place for it if it is at a ll practical and can 
be arranged so that a man won't burn his sit­
down. Simpson's friends will be sorry 
to hear that he has been laid up sick in 
bed at_Barnum's Hotel, this city, for about 
a month. They need not all write at once. 
He is convalescentnow. 

I understand Mr. l\Iaffit will place about 
ninety c,pen cars on his lines next summer. 

l\fr. Walsh will place about thirty on 
his recent purchase and the cable folks will 
require about as many. Wishing you 
a merry Christmas, I remain yours, etc.,

A Tramway in China, 

At Hong',rnng a cable tramway is con­
structed from the town to the Peak, a range 
of very steep hills, on which are fine villa 
residences, and where the climate is more 
salubrious than near the harbor. The in­
cline where they have to work is 4,800 feet 
long, and the line, which is partly single 
and partly douhle, is laid with 35 pouncl 
steel rails on steel sleepers. The gradients 
vary between 1 in 2 and 1 in 10, closely 
following the natural contour of the ground. 
The total height to which carriages have to 
be raised is 1,300 feet, and the ropes, of 
which one is the working rope and the other 
the safety rope, run on separate sets of 
friction rollers. The carriages are attached 
to each end of the ropes, and as one pair 
of c,nriages ascends the incline the other 
pair descends. Each caris to contain sixty 
passengers, the maximum load being 7½ 
tons at each encl of the ropes. The working 
rope is passed over a pair of drums 8 feet 
in diameter, and the safety rope over one 
chum, the drums being fixed at the top of 
the incline and driven by two compournl 
steam engines, 40 nominal horse power each. 
The speed of the cars is to be six miles an 
hour.
