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Southern California Rapid Transit District

District Update

The District, along with a consor-
tium of 11 other U.S. transit properties, is
gotiating for the purchase of articulated
uses. So far, the 30 60-foot articulated
buses are expected to be delivered to the
District in 1978. Other California transit
properties in the consorium include
Alameda-Contra Costa, Golden Gate,
San Diego. and San Francisco.

— The District has held its lead

as one of the most progressive in the
transit industry by reaffirming at a recent
board meeting that its new buses must
meet specifications to be totally accessi-
ble, including having a lower floor and
wider doors for easier boarding.
RTD bus ridership for the first
quarter of 1976 was up 10 percent over
December, 1975. Part of the increase is
credited to the four major bus service
improvements in L.A. County initiated
since the first of this year.

Projects such as the West side Dia-
mond Lane, the Mid-Cities and San
Gabriel Valley increased the ridership
from 4,162,000 weekly last December to
4,578,000 at the end of April.

The new programs added up to a total
of 72 new bus lines, 69 improved lines
through re-routing or extension affecting
.approximately 1.7 million Los Angeles
County residents.

New Fares
Go Into Effect

RTD's base fare became 35¢ on July 1
when the RTD’s new contract with the Los
Angeles County went into effect. The two-
zone fare will become 70¢. One-zone
monthly passes will be $14; two-zone
passes will be $25; and Park and Ride
monthly passes will be $37.50.

For students, the fare will be 25¢,
senior citizens and the handicapped will
ride of 10¢, and the blind will still be able
to ride for free.

The County subsidy to the District is
$6.8 million for the next fiscal year.

Softball League
Swings Into Action

The RTD Summer Softball League got
underway officially with the opening game
on Tuesday, June 8, when Division 3-10
squared off against Division 7 in an eve-
iing game in Ardmore Park, with Division
7 winning by a score of 24-13. The next
two games were held on Sunday, June 13,
in Hollywood Park. Division 12 won over
Division 4-5 with a 9-6 score and South
Park Shops narrowly won over Division 1
by a score of 11-8. The following Wednes-
day, June 16, Division 7 lost by a score of
6-22 to Division 15 in Ardmore Park.

There are 12 teams in the league and
the District has secured Queen Anne
Park and Hollywood Park as the official
playing fields for July and August. The
District is paying the team entry fees, pro-
viding equipment, catchers masks, and
uniforms which consist of jerseys and
hats.

Credit for getting the league set up
goes to Jesse Varrie, salvage agent, who
has been instrumental in dealing with the
city to secure the playing fields.

Lewis has been on Supervisor
Schabarum’s staff since 1973 and
currently is an assistant field deputy
specializing in transportation, air pollu-
tion, and intergovernmental affairs. He
will be taking the seat on the RTD Board
that Schabarum himself had been holding
since early 1975.

Lewis is the Supervisor's voting
delegate on the Southern California As-
sociation of Governments’ (SCAG) Trans-
portation and Utilities Committee and
also his representative on the
Departmental Transportation Advisory
Committee, a citizens’ statewide commit-
tee set up by the legislature to advise
Caltrans.

He is also currently Chairman of
the Los Angeles Junior Chamber of
Commerce Civic and Governmental Af-
fairs Committee and President of the San
Gabriel Valley Eagle Scout Association,
and has served as president of the
Meriinda Elementary School PTA in West
Covina.

SEVENTH MAJOR SERVICE IMPROVEMENT

South Bay Transit
Program Implemented

On Sunday, June 27, the District
launched the South Bay Service Improve-
ment Program, the seventh major service
improvement program implemented by
the District since January, 1975.

On that day, the District increased both
its route and vehicle mileage 25 per cent
for the 21 communities of the South Bay
area.

Part of the service increase will be 14
new or completely redesigned routes.
Buses on most of the new lines will run
with a minimum headway of 30 minutes
daily, Monday through Saturday, and
‘hourly in the iess densely populated por-
tions of the region. On week nights, dur-
ing Sunday and legal holidays, hourly
service will also be provided.

Among the service improvements will
be five new lines into downtown Los
Angeles, and a new mini-bus shuttle ser-
vice within Los Angeles International Air-
port. The new shuttie service will connect
with eight RTD lines to service the airport.
To facilitate this, a new LAX transfer ter-
minal has been established near Century
and Sepulveda Boulevards at 98th Street
and Vicksburg.

The LAX shuttle terminal will serve as a
convenient staging area for all regional
lines. The airport shuttle will provide ac-

cess to all terminals and will eliminate the
problem of which bus to take to the air-
port passenger terminals. Passengers on
through lines not going to the airport will
not have to wait in the layover zone and
will not have to ride through the airport.
Drivers on through lines will not have to
go through the traffic in the terminal loop
area.

Several South Bay areas will also be
getting service for the first time, including
the Palos Verde Peninsula, which will get
four more lines for a total of five lines to
operate on all major arterials at all hours
throughout the Peninsula.

Another highlight of the new service
will be Line 873 which will replace 150
and which will run from Long Beach to
Santa Monica along the Pacific Coast
Highway.

In all, the service improvements will

‘mean a 700-mile network of service

provided by 387 RTD buses. The new ser-
vice will come out of Divisions 6, 7, 4-5,
12 and 18.

The South Bay includes the southwest
portion of Los Angeles County, generally
west of the Harbor Freeway and south of
Manchester Blvd., and from Westchester
to San Pedro including Carson and Wil-
mington.
