Stars and Stripes Rate
Among Oldest Symbols

We live in a country less than 200 years
old while flags have been used for some
6,500 years ‘to show nationality and alle-
giance, yet the basic national United States
flag is one of the oldest still flown.

Only the basic flags of six other countries
— Austria, Denmark, Great Britain, the Neth-
ehlands, Sweden and Switzerland — are
older. S

In 1777, Congress created the basic design
of 13 alternating red and white stripes and
13 white stars in a field of blue representing
the 13 colonies which had declared their in-
dependence the year before. As the Union
grew, one star and one stripe were added
for each new state.

By 1817, with the Union now totalling 20
states, it was obvious that this practice would
distort the original shape of the flag. Congress
decided to return to a flag with one star to

present each sfate.

When Hawaii was admitted as our 50th
state in 1959, the flag was changed for the
26th time.

There are many government flags flown
in the United States in addition to the na-
tional flag. Among them are the president's
and vice-president’s flags and those of the
federal departments and some federal agen-
cies. Each state in the Union has an official
flag, as do many cities.

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New Tax Laws

May Help Momsg,

Working mothers are qualified to deduct
up to $400 per month in child care expenses,
in certain cases, under tax regulaiions.

Mothers whose adjusted gross income is
418,000 or less and whose child is under 15
years of age may deduct any child care re-
lated costs.

Child care outside home entitles mothers
to a $200 deduction for one child; $300 for
two and $400 for three or more. In-home
care up to $400 may be allowed through
deduction.

If the mother is single, widowed, divorced
or separated, she may qualify as the head
of the household, but if she is married she
must file a joint return with her husband to
qualify for the deduction,
