1. March 3, 1958 - Responsibility for setting fares transfers from the PUC to LAMTA when it becomes the publicly governed transit operator for Los Angeles County.

2. November 16, 1962 - 10% federal tax on fares over 60 cents is discontinued.

3. March 31, 1963 last rail service ends, returns in July 1990.

4. 1967 - Downtown Shoppers Fare of 35 cents, 10 rides in CDB only.

5. July 1, 1969 - Exact change/fare only implemented.

6. June 1, 1961 through September 1, 1961 - experiment with 10-cent cash discount for seniors during off peak hours only.

7. 1964 UMTA Act (now FTA) requires reduced cash fare for seniors and disabled.

8. June 1, 1972 - Medicare card now accepted for ID to qualify for Senior fares

9. November 11, 1964 through March 31, 1974 - student discount fare was valid from 6:00am-4:30pm and 6:45pm to midnight only. 

10. November 11, 1964 through June 30, 1977 - students had to be under 21 to qualify for discounts.

11. November 11, 1964 through June 30, 1976 – discounted fare 40 ride ticket books were available to students, became a pass on July 1, 1977. 

12. 1974 UMTA Act (now FTA) revision requires that seniors and disabled be charged no more than 1/2 peak hour fare during non peak hours.

13. July 1, 1973 - El Monte Busway passes were introduced in July 1973.  Sold for $12.50 for an introductory month, $25 thereafter, sold through 6/1974.

14. April 1, 1974 - Extra County Pass introduced, for an additional $10, LA passengers could use SCRTD services in Riverside and San Bernardino Counties.  

15. April 1, November 1974 – Los Angeles (SCRTD)/Orange County (OCTD) interagency pass also introduced.

16. April 1, 1974 - senior pass price dropped from $9 to $4.

17. July 1, 1974 through June 30, 1976 – Nationwide fuel crisis prompts L.A. County to subsidize a 25-cent fare for two years.  

18. July 1975 - a two-zone fare system was implemented.  Until 6/30/1976, maximum cash fare was 50 cents excluding transfer fare.

19. September 1975 – Fullerton Park and Ride monthly pass introduced and later discontinued in August 1982.

20. September 1975 - Disabled monthly pass introduced.

21. July 1, 1976 through June 30, 1977 - Two Zone Fare system remains in effect. Maximum cash fare of 70 cents excluding transfers.

22. July 1, 1978 - Two Zone Fares replaced by Express Step fares.  Five express steps of about four miles each established for buses traveling on freeways.

23. August 1977 - Student Monthly Passes introduced replacing 40 ride ticket books.  Age 21 restrictions replaced with proof of enrollment for college students, min. 12 college units.

24. July 1, 1978 through October 30, 1979 - 21-year age limit restored with 12 units min enrollment for college students.

25. July 1, 1978 - Summer Youth Pass for students under 19 introduced.

26. November 1979 - 21-year age restriction on student passes lifted again.  College students still required to carry 12 or more units.

27. July 1, 1981 - Tourist Day Pass introduced at $2, users must show residency outside LA, Orange, San Bernardino, Riverside or Ventura Counties to be eligible.  Price raised to $3 July 1, 1982.  Cancelled in October 1983.

28. July 1, 1983 through June 30, 1985 - Proposition A passed in 1980 subsidized 50 cent fares for two years.

29. February 1984 – Los Angeles/Orange County Interagency Monthly Pass discontinued.

30. July 14, 1980 through June 30, 1981, and July 1, 1985 through June 30, 1986 – Transfers limited to two trips only within a time limit. Previously allowed unlimited rides within a time limit.  

31.  July 1, 1985 - City/County of Los Angeles and other cities begin providing pass purchase subsidies to residents from Prop A funds.

32. July 1, 1988 - Transfers limited to single use within a specified time.

33. 1990 ADA Act states blind must be treated same as disabled.  Free fare for the blind ends.

34. July 1990 - Light Rail service begins on the Metro Blue Line.

35. January 25, 1993 - Semi Monthly Pass introduced as a six-month demonstration.  Later extended to 7/1/1994, then retained as part of court injunction on fares and Consent Decree.

36. February 1993 - 25-cent promotional fare for Metro Red Line implemented, lasts until opening of Metro Green Line. 

37. 1994 proposed fare changes include zoning rail fares, eliminating monthly passes, reintroducing tokens, and raising cash fares.

38. 1994 fare increase prompts a court injunction against raising fares or eliminating monthly passes, final negotiations delay many fare changes until 2/1/1995.  Tokens reintroduced at 90 cents, sold in bags of ten. 

39. February 1, 1995 - proposal to zone rail is withdrawn, monthly passes retained at $49, and K-12 Pass is now valid weekends.

40. December 1, 1996 - Consent Decree sets new fares of $42 monthly pass, Semi Monthly $21, Weekly $11, and an off peak $0.75 fare demo on lines 40 and 42 that was later expanded to all lines from 9pm to 5am.  Lines 40 and 42 retain a 10am-2pm off peak fare.

41. January 1, 2005 - $3 Day Pass introduced and transfers eliminated.
