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NATIONAL COOPERATIVE HIGHWAY 
RESEARCH PROGRAM 

Systematic, well-designed research provides the most 
effective approach to the solut ion of many problems fac ing 
highway admin istrators and engineers. Often, highway 
problems are of local interest and can best be studied by 
highway departments individua lly or in cooperation with 
the ir state uni versities and others. More predominantly, 
however, the need for more e ffi cient, economical, and 
safer highway transportation and the importarn.:e or 
meshing with other modes and other soc ietal concerns lead 
to national problems of increasing complexity. A 
coordinated program of high-quali ty cooperative research 
provides a high ly e ffecti ve approach to such problems. 

In recognition of these needs, the highway administrators 
of the American Association of State Highway and 
Transportation Officia ls (AASHTO) initiated in 1962 an 
objective national highway resean:h program employing 
modem scienti!i<.: techniq ues. AASHTO 's program is 
supported on a continuing basis by funds from 
participating member states of the Association and 
receives the full cooperation and support of the Federa l 
Highway Admin istration, United States Department of 
Transportation. 

The Transportation Resean:h Board of the National 
Academies was requested by the As oc iation to administer 
AASHTO's research program because of the Board's 
recognized objectivity and understand ing o f modern 
research practices. The Board is un ique ly suited for this 
purpose: it maintains an extens ive committee structure 
from which authorities on any highway transportation 
subject may be drawn; it possesses avenues o f 
communications and cooperation with federal, state, and 
loca l governmental agencies, universities, and industry ; its 
relationship to its parent organization, the National 
Academies, a private, nonprofit institution, is an insurance 
of objectivity; and it maintains a fu ll-time resea rch 
con-elation staff of specialists in highway transportation 
matters to bring the findings of re earch di rectly to those 
who arc in a position to use them. 

Research programs are developed a nnually by AASHTO 
on the basis of research needs identified by chief 
administrators of the highway and transporta tion 

departments. by commillees of AASHTO, and by the 
Federal Highway Admini trator. The programs are then 
referred for admin istration through the Transportation 
Research Board. and research projects addressing the 
speci fi e needs are defined by the Board on the basis of the 
AASI ITO problem statements. The projects are ad vertised 
wide ly for proposals, and qualified agencies are selected 
on the basis of research plans offering the greatest 
probabilities of success. The research is carried out under 
contract, and administration and surveillance are 
responsibilities of a Board-appointed staff. 

The needs for highway research are many, and the 
National Cooperative Highway Research Program is an 
efficient mecha nism for providing timely solutions to 

problems of mutual concern to many responsible groups. 
The Program, however, is intended to complement rather 
than to substitute for or duplicate other highway research 
programs.

THE STATES ' HIGHWAY RESEARCH PROGRAM 

The critical role of state DOTs 

The state DOTs created NCH RP in 1962 to find answers to common problems in highway planning, design, 

construction, operation, and maintenance. The state DOTs, through AASHTO, are the sole sponsors of 

NC H RP. T he progra m is operated in cooperation with the Federal I lighway Admin istration and is admin­

istered through the Transportation Research Board of the National Academ ies. 

Forty-seven years after the pro­

gram's creation. state DOTs con­

tinue to be the dr iving force behind 

NCHRP research. The members 

of AASHTO- the DOTs of the 50 

states, the District of Columbia, and 

Puerto Rico- come together every 

year lo fund, select, and oversee 

NCHRP re carch projects a imed al 

addressing the states ' most cr itica l 

research needs.

States provide the funding for NCH RP 

Each year, state DOTs voluntarily commit toward Cl I RP research 5.5 percent of the State Planni ng and 

Research (SPR) portion of their Federal-Aid-Highway funds. FH WA requests and pools these state contri­

butions and, under a cooperative agreement, makes them available for research cont racts and for adminis­

tration or the program through TRB. 

Available funds for NCHRP have increased steadily during the past 17 years a long w ith the increase in 

Federal-A id-Highway funds provided by Congress and the correspond ing growth of SPR fu nd s. The [ n­

termodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act (!STEA) resu lted in a fu ndi ng level of approx imately 

SI 7 mill ion for NCHRP for fisca l years 1992 through 1997. This was increased by more than 50 percent on 

average in fi scal years 1998 throug h 2003 by the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21), 

which Congress extended. resulting in $35.4 million for FY 2004. 

The most recent federal legislation- the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equ ity Act: 

A Lega<.:y for Users (SAFET EA-LU) resu lted in $33 million fo r FY 2005 and an average of$36.7 mill ion 

for fi sca l years 2006 through 2010. Sec Exhibit S-1.

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4 States select NCHRP research projects 

A thorough process of consultation and review gives states a strong voice in select ing NCH RP research 

projects. The process is led by the AASHTO Stand ing Committee on Re earch (SCOR). which also has 

responsibility for monitoring TR H's performance as program manager for NCI I RP. SCOR is c.;omposcd of 

16 state DOT members (four from each of the four AAS! ITO regions) plus ex-officio members from FH WA 

and other federal agencies. In addition, the SCOR chair must be the CF:O of one of the state DOTs, and 

the vic.;e-chair is the chair of the AASHTO Research Advisory Committee (RAC). c.;omposed or research 

directors from AASHTO member departments. 

In July of every year, approximately 18 months in advance of the research getting under way, SCOR in­

vites the suhmission of research problem statements rrom th ree authorized sources: (1) AASHTO member 

transportation departments, (2) the chairs of AASHTO's committees and subcommittees, and (3) FHWA.

Individuals from the three sources have unt il Septemher 15 to submit their 

ideas, descri bing why the research they are proposing represents an immedi­

ate need and is of interest to many states. The problem must be one that can 

be handled effectively under a cooperative program and have a probabi lity of 

success. Submitters are strongly encouraged to seard1 the relevant literature in 

TR B's Transportat ion Research Information Services (TR IS) and Research in 

Progress (RiP) databases 10 determine if similar efforts are already under way 

or if sati sfactory answers are already available. 

NCH RP and FHWA sta ff and other technical experts review all problem statements for technical merit and 

request clarification from submitters when appropriate. At the same time, NC H RP panels and staff also 

prepare recommendations for continual ion of projects begun in earl ier years. 

In 11ecemher, NCH RP prepares a report or proposed continuation project and new projects to address 

submitted problems. This report is sent to members of SCOR and RAC a a ballot fo r rating each or the 

candidates according to need and appropriateness. The ballot results arc u eel to establish a prel iminary 

ranking to help order the discussion of candidates by SCOR at its March meeting.

Jn March, based on expected fund ing for the fi scal year, SCOR 

allocates funds fo r new and continuation projects. Once the pro­

gram is developed. SCOR sends a report to the AASHTO Hoard 

of Directors (CEOs of each of the member departments) request­

ing final approval. A favorable vote of al least two-thirds of the 

member departments is reyuired. In add it ion, each year's pro­

gram must be approved by FHWA and accepted by the National 

Academies. 

In each of the last severa l years, approximately 120 problem 

statements and 20 rcquc ts for continuation have been halloted. SCOR typically funds most requests for 

continuation projects. These include quick-response research fo r AASHTO committees; research carried 

out under NCI IRP subprograms, such as the Synthesis seri es, the IDEA program, and the internationa l and 

domestic scan programs; and projects from previous years that need add itional funds to accomplish their 

objectives. In recent years. SCOR has funded approximately 35 of the 120 new projects proposed. 



A cumulative total of 1,254 resea rch contracts have resulted from all NCHRP yearly programs through 

2009. T he FY 20 IO program wi II add another 35 new contracts and 19 cont inuations, bring ing the 

c umulative total to 1,308 resea rch contracts. See Ex hibit S-2.

States help guide NCH RP research projects 

Each research project is assigned to a panel of outstanding indiv iduals who are very knowledgeable in the 

project area and who are looked to for technica l gu idance and counsel throughout the research and report­

ing phases./\. broad search is made for these ind iv iduals, and TRH usua lly receives about four to fi ve times 

as many nominees as can be used in the available panel posit ions. 

Panel members do not act as consultants or advisors to pr~ject investigators; they may not submil proposals 

for research. A ll members serve without compensation, and their total yearly contribution to the program 

adds up to thousands of staff-days. The panel mt:mbers are drawn from all walks of professional life, with 

heavy dependence on practitioners from AASHTO member departments. Sec Ex hibit S-3.

Panel members assume a number or key responsibi lities for helping assure the qual ity of NC H RP research. 

The project panel analyzes the initial problem that was submitted, outline a project cope and object ives. 

and then prepares a formal research project statement by wh ich proposals are solic ited from qual ified 

research agencies. The panels review the research proposals, recommend contract awards, and provide 

counsel to the NCllRP staff members responsihle for survei llance of work under the research cont racts. Fi­

nally, the panels review fi nal reports for acceptabi lity and for accomplishment of the approved research plan. 
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6 NCHRP RESEARCH AREAS 

Topics across the spectrum of highway concerns 

The subject matter of NCH RP projects exte nds aero s the fu l I spectrum of concern with in the h ighway in­

dust ry and demonstrates AASHTO's interest in acquiring answers to the many acute problems raci ng DOT 

admi nistrators and engineers. Problems submitted as candidates for fu nd ing each year are given a unique 

identification number based on the NCH RP Classification System. See Exhibits S-4 and S-5. 

This identification number, correspond­

ing to the specific probkm area ad­

dressed, is part of the number that iden­

tifi es a research project throughout its 

life cycle, up unti l the project is g iven an 

NCHRP publication numbe r when the 

fina l deliverable is published. For ex­

ample, NCH RP Projec t 8-56 identifies a 

project in Area 8 (Forecasting). NCH RP 

Project 25-27 identifies a project in Area 

25 (Impact Analysis). Once research 

was completed. final reports for these 

projects were publ ished. respectively, 

as NCI-/RP Report 635: Acoustic Beam­

forming a nd NCHR P Report 615: Evalu­

ation of the Use and Effectiveness u.f 

Wildlife Crossings.

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8 SELECTING THE BEST INVESTIGATORS 

A rigorous, competitive process 

NCH RP does not award grants for resea rch. Rather, the program invites competing proposal s from pro­

spective investigators who can demonstrate capabi lity and experience in the: problem area to be researched. 

Elig ible organ izations can be from either the public or private sector a nd include un iversities. nonprofit 

institutions. consulting and commercial fi rms, and individual consultants. Throughout its h istory, NCH RP 

has awarded research contracts to agencies headquartered in 47 states. the District or Columbia, Canada, 

and England. T he typt:s of agencies selected to conduct NC H RP research arc lis ted in Ex hibit S-6 with the 

correspond ing number a nd percentage of contracts received.

a contract is not signed with the selected agency unti l the CH RP staff and project panel arc sati sfi ed that 

the proposed scope of work providt:s the best probability fo r a successfu l outcome. Furthermore. soon after 

contract execution, the invest igating agency is requi red to submit a Work ing Plan (an ampl ified version of 

the research plan), against which project progress is monitored by the staff and project panel. 

NCH RP will provide a debriefing. if requested, to unsuccessfu l proposers to indicate the technical areas in 

which their proposals were judged weak or deficient and how the weaknesses or deficiencies were factors 

in not bci ng selected. 

Selection of an agency is made by the responsible 
project panel considering the following factors*: 

(1) the proposer's demonstrated understanding of 
the problem; 

(2) the merit of the proposed research approach 
and methodology; 

(3) experience, qualifications, and objectivity of the 
research team in the same or closely related 
problem area; 

(4) the plan for ensuring application of results; 

(5) the proposer's plan for partic ipation by 
Disadvantaged Business Enterprises- small firms 
owned and controlled by minorilies or women; and 

(6) the adequacy of the facilities and equipment.

In­

depth oversight by project

ing expertise is an important factor contributing to project success. However, balance must be ma inta ined 

s,) the oversight is thorough enough to be effect ive wh ile not di stracting the researchers from the ir pr imary 

t::lforts or adding unreasonably to the cost oft he research. 

In addition to reviewing month ly progress schedules and quarterly progre s reports. the project managers 

ma inta in frequen t te lephone and c -mai I contact and periodically visit the research agencies throughout the 

contract per iods. They review the project's status to learn whether the research is being pursued in line wit h 

the approved research plan. and they provide guidance to the investigator in a ll technical a nd admin istra­

tive matters. T hey a !so serve as I iaisons to the project panels to keep tht:m abrt:ast or progress and to acqu ire 

panel guidance and counsel in tt:chnical matters. particularly regard ing the need s of the DOT practitioner. 

Panel member:; for NCHRP Project 9-49 

The principal invcstigator has flex ibil ity in managing the 

proj ect budget up to the point of not materially departing 

from the approved research plan or exceeding the con­

tract ·s maximum allowable cost. Any major changes to 

account for promising new research leads or unproductive 

li nes of s tudy must be approved in advance by the staff 

and project panel and arc authorized through a contract 

amend ment. Agency invoices are checked by the staff for 

deviations from the approved budget. Based on al I over­

sight activities. the s ta ff members update project sta tus on 

the NCH RP website. Fi nal ly, the staff and panels evaluate 

the completed research to determine the degree of techni­

cal compliance with the cont ract so that recommendations 

for contract close-out can be made. 

JC H RP project managers encourage research agencies to present resu lts in a form that is d irectly usable by 

rractit ione rs in AAS! ITO member departments. Final reports genera lly include a "Sum mary of Findings'' 

and a chapter on "I ntcrprctat ion. Appra isal. and Application of Resu lts, .. with detailed research techniques 

and analyses of i nlerest primarily to researchers contai ned in appcndixcs.

The purpose of 

each sca n and of the program as a whole is to facilitate informat ion sharing and technology exchange 

among the states and other transportation agencies and to identify ac tionable items of common interest.

As an applied research program, NCH RP expects final research reports lo be presented in language un­

d ~rstandable to both adm inistrators and practitioners and in a format that permits easy assimilat ion and 

application. The detailed research techn iques and analyses in which a researcher would be interested are 

presented in appendixes. NC H RP spcci fies the style and organ iLal ion or all reports to gu ide the researchers 

in their writing so that /\J\SHTO member departments may obtain the greatest benefi t. 

l\CH RP staff write a fo reword to each published report that (I) identifies the fields of specialty of those 

likely to be most interested in the results and (2) suggests how the results lit into presen t knowledge and 

1n 1ctice. All published reports are offered for sale through TR R's Publicat ions Office and arc entered in 

the Nat ional Technical Information Service (NTIS). Since 2001. published reports also have been made 

a•:a ilable electronically on T RH's website. For ready ava ilabi lity to interested parties. unpubl ished reports 

are available in hard copy or electronically. 

Promoting useful results before publication 

NCH RP undertakes a nu mber of activities before fo rmal publication of the final reports to increase the 

probabi lity that results will be applied: 

• Initial research proposals are required to state how the anticipated results can be used to improve 

practice. 

• Panel members- who not on ly arc experts in the particular problem area. but also have a good 

understanding of practi tioner needs- defi ne the research problem and its object ives. Experts from 

state DOTs play a major role in this task. 

• Investigators are selected both for the clari ty of their research object ives and the likelihood that the 

research will be usable and readi ly implementable. 

Staff and panel members work to establish agreement with the investigator, through suggested 

modifications to the research plan, on what is expected from the project and the researchers in order 

lo meet the needs or the practitione.r. 

• Project oversight aims to keep the research in li ne with the approved research plan and ensure that 

all project developments through fi nal reporting center on practit ioner needs. 

Implementing research results 

Over the years. CIIRP staff and various AJ\SHTO committees have worked together to structure re­

search fi ndings into the be t possible form for immediate use by the practitioner. Such joint efforts have 

fac ilitated implementation oft he fi ndings. AASHTO has provided NCH RP with frequent opportunit ies for 

staff and project researchers to go before the association's various com 111 it tees to present their find ings and 

recommendations di rectly lo the user community. 



Documenting success 

For the past several years. NCH RP has addressed the challenge of dm:umenting or showcasing successful 

research products. Several approaches are being tried. and 1CHRP wi ll continue to explore new and better 

ways to meet this cha llenge. 

NC H RP mainta ins a list on the TRB website of "NCI-I RP Products fo r AASHTO Committees." which 

categorizes projects and products based on the interests of relevant committees. Instances arc highlighted 

when a commit tee has used resea rch re ults or recommendat ions for development or a specification or 

gu ide. 

Every four years. NCI-IRP surveys panel members from completed projects to identify known applications 

or research result s. The 2008 survey results are on th<:: f\.'C I-IRP Overview page of the TRB website. An­

other such survey will be conducted in 2012.
