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SUBJECT: QUARTERLY SALES TAX UPDATE

ACTION: RECEIVE AND FILE

RECOMMENDATION

Receive and me report on sales tax revenues for fiscal year 2004.

ISSUE

The largest single source of MT A funds comes from Proposition A, Proposition C and
Transportation Development Act (TDA) sales tax. Sales tax revenue for fiscal year 2004
represents over 60% or $1.4 billion of our total budgeted revenues. This report discusses the
actual versus budgeted status of sales tax receipts for the first six months of fiscal year 2004.

DISCUSSION

This report shows combined fiscal year-to-date Proposition A, C and TDA sales tax revenues
earned for the six months ended December 31, 2003. State Board of Equalization final data
are routinely available approximately three months in arrears.

For the six months ended December 31, 2003 , the actual earnings were $25. 1 million or
6% higher than the same period last year. Revenues through the first-half of the fiscal year

were $1.4 million or 0. 2% higher than budget.

The following tables detail the first and second quarter fiscal-year-to-date 2004 increases over
2003 and 2004 actual earnings versus the 2004 budget.
