SUBJECT: TRAFFIC CONGESTION RELIEF PROGRAM PROJECT FUNDING STATUS

ACTION: RECEIVE AND FILE

RECOMMENDATION

Receive and fIle this report on the status of Traffc Congestion Relief Program (TCRP) funds
for projects in Los Angeles County, as summarized in the chart provided in Attachment A.

ISSUE

The Traffc Congestion Relief Act of 2000 earmarked $1.744 bilion in state funding for
28 specific congestion relief projects in Los Angeles County. The Board of Directors has
requested a status report on the TCRP funds earmarked and allocated to Los Angeles County
proj ects.

DISCUSSION

As of September 2006, the California Transportation Commission (CTC) has allocated
$788.0 milion in TCRP funds to Los Angeles County projects and $116.5 milion ofTCRP
Letters of No Prejudice (LONPs) reimbursements, for total TCRP allocations of
$904.5 milion. The CTC stil needs to allocate $839.6 milion in remaining TCRP funding
for Los Angeles County projects, of which unallocated LONPs for Metro comprise
$345 milion.

BACKGROUND

Due to state budget deficits, the CTC suspended TCRP project allocations in late 2002.
To allow projects to continue to move forward, the CTC approved LONPs totaling
$694 milion statewide, of which $461.5 milion was for Los Angeles County. These LONPs
allowed Metro and other Los Angeles County agencies to expend their own funds for certain
TCRP projects and be reimbursed later when sufficient TCRP funds became available. To
date, Metro has received TCRP LONP reimbursements of $98 milion for the Metro Orange
Line and $14 milion for Phase I of the Exposition Light Rail Transit (LRT) Project.



In March 2006, the CTC resumed allocations to TCRP projects. According to their policies,
the CTC first allocates funds for project construction and then allocates LONP
reimbursements based on available funds. Once LONP project constrction is complete and
open to the public, LONP reimbursements move to the top of the CTC's allocation priorities,
ahead of new construction.

The Fiscal Year (FY) 2007 State Budget provides $1.088 billion statewide for TCRP project
allocations. Using CTC policies described above, Caltrans estimates that $31 milion would
be for reimbursements of LONPs for completed projects and $1.057 bilion for allocations to
projects ready for construction. In June 2006, Caltrans indicated that Los Angeles County
projects may expect to receive $158.3 milion from this budgeted state funding, of which
$60.5 milion has already been allocated and $97.8 milion has not yet been allocated. A new
report that wil update these FY 2007 figures is due from Caltrans shorty. Staff wil provide
the updated information when this report is presented to the Planning and Programming
Committee in January 2007.

NEX STEPS

We wil continue to monitor and pursue allocations for the $839.6 million in remaining
unallocated TCRP funds for Los Angeles County projects, as soon as projects are eligible. Of
this $839.6 milion, $345.0 milion is for TCRP LONPs for Metro. From the $345.0 milion,
we expect to request LONP allocations of $16.7 milion for Phase I of the Exposition LRT
Project and $150 milion for the Bus Acquisition Program in FY 2008 and $166.9 milion for
the Eastside LRT Project in FY 2009.
