Preliminary Findings

• Findings so far:
–Helpful if public sector defines project 

(e.g., EIR/S) prior to private sector 
involvement

–Appropriate allocation of risks between 
public and private sectors is essential 
(e.g., private sector reluctant to assume 
unanticipated issues that cannot be 
resolved financially)

–Project must provide private revenue 
opportunity
